““The plan of organization and pro-
cedure us adopted,”” the statement
says, ‘‘was submitted by the depart-
ment of Agriculture, following exten-
sive investigation of the growers’
needs by the government officials
through their previous vigits in the
different Northwest sections, It is
the most complete and advanced plan
that has ever been prepared for the
producers of any perishable industry
in the United States."’

It has
been an expensive feeding season for
the sheepmen, but it is believed the
winter losses will prove but little more
than the average.
