EXCHANGE HOLDS
ANNUAL MEETING

From the Hood River Giacier

Directors of the Fruit Growers” Ex-
change for the ensuing year were
elected as follows: E. W. Sweeney,
E. E. Stanton, F. P. Friday, J. O,
Mark, Kenneth McKay, all re-elected;
W. R. Warner, 3rd, and O. M. Bailey.

Following the meeting of stockhold-
erd the newly elected directors met and
renewed the contract with the North-
western Fruit Exchange for the han-
dling of the 1916 crops.

W. F. Gwin, manager of the central
organization, who with A. Prince, see-
retary, and Dr, C. A. Macrum, of Mo-
sier, state horticultural commissioner,
was here for the meeting, addressed
the growers, suggesting that they de-
liver their froit to their association al
tree-row ends, in case that roads pen
etrated the fields in order that it might
be hauled with the quickest dispateh to
central packing houses and placed un-
der refrigeration as soon as possible,

“*After picking,”" said Mr. Gwin,
““apples should be under ice in 24
hours. Northwestern apple men have
been losing hundreds of thousands of
dollars each year because of inefficient
methods of handling their cropse. Ap-
ples kave been allowed to become too

|ripe on the trees, and then after Lhe

harvest have been allowed to remain
in ordinary psacking houses, thus de-
stroying their valug and killing a de-
mand on the market, after the over
ripe stock had once been handled by
the buyer."'

Mr. Gwin suggested that the organ-
ization award contracts for the trans-
portation of the fruit from orchards to
central packing plants to motor truck
concerns of Portland.

In his address to growers, Mr. Gwin
told of the origin of the Skookum
birand of apples and the success of ad-
vertising campaigns waged in New
York City. From a tonnage of 38,000
boxes three years ago, Skookum brand,
composed of eommercial extra fancy
grade of eleven standard varieties,

| grew last year to 190,000 boxes. Be-

cause of Lhe advertising campaigns,
$20,000 having been expended in the
three years, Mr. Gwin declared that
the brand Skookum had sold for at
least 20 cents per box more than any
other brand on the New York market

“We picked New York city,"" said
Mr. Gwin, “‘as a place to experiment
and determine the value of distinctive
brand advertising. In the future we
plan to carry an a campaign of national

| advertising.”’

The following is a part of the report
of Manager McKay

Each year for the past few years has
showed up with new and peculiar con-
ditions, and the season just closed was
no exception. To begin with, the erop
was decidedly short in the northwest,
while the east was just a little less
than norma!. The middle west, how-
ever, including Nebraskas, lowa and
Illinois, showed up an exceedingly
heavy erop. Such was the size of the
apple crop. Let us now look at the
quality.

We already know that the lurge ab-
normal crops raised esch year in the
east, while mediocre and below our
northwest standard, nevertheless find a
popular market because of their cheap-
nese, and cause the sale of our north-
west apples many serious obstacles and
handicaps, the greatest of which is the
differential in freight, amounting to 50
cents per box. The seriousness of this
is felt, when very often these eastern
apples sell for just whal our freight
amounts to. Our only salvation, our

only chance of competing with the,

east, is in quality, quality of product
and quality of package.

Taking the northwest as a whole,
this past season, our quality was deeid-

edly below average. Never before were |

worms so rampant in one seclion, a se-
vere drought affected another section,
while here in Hooa River we were con-
fronted with the most serious and the
most damaging to the repuutation and
sale of our fruit, namely, scab.

While we have been affected more or
less by this pest in the past year or
two, never before did it show up as bad
as last year. Growers are nol generally
to blame for this condition. These new
elements will arise, and have to be met
and controlied, and it is encouursging
to note that the Hood River grower is
entering the confliet armed fully with
the energy and animation that will as-
suredly bring us relief.

The forcing of these fungus spples
on the trade is a process like pulling
teeth. While the apples are sound, the
appearance is decidedly against them
and the fact of their creating an unfa
vorable impression was clearly shown
by receiving no repest orders, and the
aimost impossibility of selling to the
same man twice. These are just the re-
verse of conditions that are wanted,
and we are putting these matters be
fore you, because this is your business
and you ought to know conditions as we
have faced them, and conditions we
can help to svoid in the future

We cannot urge you too strongly to
cooperate with your state help, with
your ovrganizations, with yourselves, in
the effort to rid our fruit of past handi
caps, jand place it on the quality pinna
cle of the past

Is it not the “‘used to be'" we have
to deal with as mueh as the ''going U
bes?’

Taking a review of the local organiz
ation since our last annual meeling, we
show & very substantial growth and a
much more solid footing

At our last meeting we had 25 mem
bers. At this date we have 137 wnem
bers, an increase of 546 per cent, which
we confidently expect to greatly in-
crease before the coming season

Despite the fact that the tonnage
from Hood Hiver was about one-half of
1914, we have shipped this year 50, 509
boxes ageninst 53,529 boxes in 1914, &
fifferentia f only & per cent, while
the valley's differential shows practi
ceally 50 per cent

Tnis splendid inerease and growlh
shows the popularity among growers L
have an alternate in case of dissatisfac
tion, a8 it now recognized in Hood
River that the past year has demon
sirated a better service (o every grower
than ever belore

Locking for @ minute to the folare
our increased strength will place us for
the first time on a reslly compelitive
cOmparison Up to this date eond
tions, facilities and amall membership
has hsndicapped us In every conceiva-
ble way COur resulls, bowever, have
been convineing. Uur serviee Lo our

growers has been sppreciated, and the
future is very bright for our organiza-
Lior

Besides handling strawberries in ¢ur-
lomds this year, we estimsle & tonnage
of 300 cars of apples. We have ample
facilities to take care of this tonnage,
and we ure certain we will be in the
position to give our members & better
service, betler results and a decrease
in charges

We have a small warehouse at Odell,
from which we handled %000 boxes.
The total cost of handling these Udell
apples was three-fourths of a cen® per
box. Under ordinary circumsiances
those apples would have been shipped
direct east, and saved not only a hand
ling charge at Hood Hiver but also
saved the growers the freight. As it
was, we were able to make a consider
able saving by billing what extra fan-
eles we had direct east.

Our total handling charge for the
season is 10 cents. Growers will ap
preciste the fact that our new increased
facilities incurred a heavy cost the
tirst year, and this, added to the very
smuall tonnage makes & heavier charge,
although we have kept within our
maximum,

Another feature which our growers
want to bear in mind is that they have
been getting a full line of supplies at
a lower cost than ever before, This
means much, lowering the cost of pro-
duction, and should be taken inlo ac-
count in the season’s returns.

We bhave shipped everything, with
the exception of 1500 boxes of special
Newtowns, which are mostly five tier,
and are being worked off in small lots,

All money has been received, and
Q\ill]n closed, with the exception of
Newtowns, which we are endeavoring
to have closed and distributed before
the end of our fiscal year, April 30, at
which time a full statement of the
year's business will be issued Lo every
member,

“*Forbidden fruit'’ is coming into a
new meaning. It applies to all fruit,
canned, bottled sr preserved, from Lhis
or other neutral countries having an
ordinary market in Great Britain, with
the unimportant exception of currants,

A enpy of the new Hritish regulations
submitted (w Senator Chamberlain by
the state departmert shows that fruils
shipped or paid for by March 13 will be
ndmitted, and” it is stated that after
Oectober 31 the restrictions will be lift
ed enough under special license to ad
mit not more than half the quantities
imported last year

Because of the effect upon Oregon
fruit, the Portland Chambder of Com-
merce has added ita voice to Lhe pro-
test, but these protests are likely to be
inavailing, the right to prohibit impor
tations being unguestioned. The Hrit
ish authorities have adopled the forbid-
den fruit regulations as part of the war
economy policy agninst spending money
for foreign *‘luxuries.””

Ihe embargo, while it will indirectly
affect all districta, will have a direet
effect on shipments of Newtowns from
Hooud River and Hogue River communi-
ties, and will necessilate the sale of
large quantities of these apples in do-
metic markets,
