BRITISH SEAPLANES
BROUGHT DOWN

German Aviators Defeat Three
of Fleet of Five Raiders.

LONDON ADMITS LOSS OF DESTROYER

Berlin Claims No Damage Done by
Bombs—Crews of Fliers Made
Prisoner — Patrol Sunk.

Berlin, by wireless to Sayville, N,
Y.—Not fewer than three British hy-
droplanes, among them a fighting sero-
plane, were brought down Sunday by
German guns on and about the island
of Syit, during an air raid on North-
ern Schleswig, according to a German
official communieation. The crews
were taken prisoner,

Bombs dropped in the district of
the Hoyver water gate did no damage,
says the statement, which follows:

“From two ships, which were ac-
companied by & cruiser squadron and
a flotilla of destroyers, five English
hydroplanea started for an attack
against the German aeronautic estab-
lishments in Northern Schleswig.

““Not fewer than three of them,
among which was a fighting seroplane,
were forced down by the defensive
service on and about the island of Sylt
The occupants of the machines, who
were made prisoners, are four English
officers and one non-commissioned offi-
cer,

“Bombs were thrown only in the
district of the Hoyer water gate. No
damage was done. "’

The
seaplanes were conveyed to their ren-
lezvous close to the Greman coast by
an escorting force of light eruisers and
destroyers under Commodore Tyrwhitt,

“Three of the seaplanes which took
part in the attack are missing. The
destroyer Medusa was in collision with
the destrover Lavrock and it is feared
that in the stormy weather which pre-
vailed the Medusa may have been lost,
but no misgivings are feilt as to the
safety of the crew. Two German
armed patrol vessels were sunk by our
lestroyera,

Seattle Firm Will Establish

© $300,000 Shipyard at Astoria
| Astoria—With the acquisition of
1200 feet of frontage on Young's Bay,
at the foot of Seventh street, in this
city, the J. A. McEachern company, of
Seattle and Astoria, Monday completed
final details that will give Astoria a
$300,000 shipping concern with ex-
pansion unlimited.

W. W, Clark, vice president, who
built the battleship Nebraska for
Moran Bros.,, now with the Seattle
Construction & Drydock company, will
be manager.

Soundings have been made and show
that deep water fronts the property
with a deep channel to the main chan-
nel entrance,

The concern will employ 400 men
when the plant opens,

The firm is low bidder on barges for
the Alaska Railway commission, and
has other bids in for vessels.

Timber can be secured close at hand.
Local eapital is interested in the enter-
prise. The capacity of the yards as to
wooden vessels will be unlimited.

Grangers Hear Address.

Portland—In his address on *‘Money
and Marketa'' before Woodlawn Grange
Saturday, A. D. Stiliman, of Helena,
Mont., pointed out that farmers can
assist themselves through eco-operation
and said that under the regional bank-
ing system farmers may organize na-
tional banks, maving from 3 to 4 per
cent on short-time loans. This has
been done, he said, in Montana, with
the resuilt that the farmers are getting
money to handle their crops at 6 per
cent. ‘‘Before this co-operation,”’
said Mr. Stillman, ‘‘the farmers were
paying 8 per cent for money to pay for |
the marketing of their crops. When
they asked the banks for 6 per cent,
they were told the banks could not
loan them money for less than 8 per
cent, The farmers got together with
the result that they moved their crops
last year on 6 per cent money."'’

Long Closed Mill Busy.

Rainier — After closing down for
more than two years, the old Pacific
National Lumber company's mill, re-
cently sold to the Multnomah Box &
Lumber ecompany by the receiver,
started sawing lumber Tuesday.

This same company has purchased
the O, K. Mill, one of the Dodge prop-
erties, which adjoins the Pacific Na-
tional mill, and, sccording to Manager
Mitchell, the new owners will take
enough of the machinery from the O,
K. mill to bring the capacity of the

other up to 175,000 feet a day. The
remainder of the machinery will be
sold and the buildings razed. This

will give the mill about 8900 feet of
water front and for yards and loading
facilities,
