U. S. Consul Says Orient
Calls for Northwest Products

Consul General John P. Bray, of

Singapore, Straits Settlements, who is
on leave of absence from his post, ar-
rived on the Pacific Coast last week
and has spent & couple of days in Se-
attle in conference with business men
and others interested in trade in the
Northwest. The consul general has
been in the service of the State de-
partment for about 20 years and for a
number of years was stationed at Syd-
ney, Australia, but recently was trans-
ferred to Singapore, where he not only
looks after the affairs of the depart-
ment of state, but also has charge of
the affairs of other countries now at
WHr,

The consul general spent considera
ble time in the Seattle office of the bu-
reau of foreign and domestic com
merce and has given to the commerecial
agent the following statement as to
conditiona in the Straits Settlen
as they probably affect the business of
the Pacific Northwest,

‘As to the manufacturing interests
of the Pacific Northwest, | would say
that there is a large opening in the
Oriental countries for products of this
region. Easpecially ia this true in re-
gard to pine lumber, flour, fruits,
canned fish (particularly salmon).

‘The development of the Straits
Settlements and the Federated Malay
States provides a great field for the
manufactured steel products of the Pa-
cific Northwest, and especially would
[ eall the attention of manufacturers
of this section to the lack of tnonage
for the manufactured products to be
sent forward, "’
