After you're well acquainted with 
the phoebo and catch eome of her spir­
it of friendliness and companionship, 
you won't care a snap of the finger 
that she can't sing very well, nor that 
she isn't good looking You'll wel­
come her in spring just as If she were 
a Venus for looks and Melba fur votco. 
You'll listen for her first notes and 
aay: "There's Phoebe bark ugain."

She's the earliest arrival amnug the 
fiycatchers. reaching here about March 
It, even before the files. She seeks 
out her last year's home under the 
bridge, or beneath the rafters of the 
barn, and starts renovating her nest. 
Often when an unscrupulous cowbird 
usurps the nest to lay eggs of her 
own. the phoebe will build another 
neat atop the old one and start house­
keeping over again as If nothing had 
Interrupted.

We've remarked that she couldn't 
sing, yet her little "phe bee" note Is 
one of the cheortcst of springtime. 
We've said she wasn't beautiful, yet 
her dull olive-brown coot, with a yel­
lowish whlto breast are far moro at­
tractive than some birds of gay plu­
mage. The phoebo Is boautltul be­
cause she is useful.

From the time of her arrival until 
she leaves late tn the fall she's busy 
warring on the farmer's enemies, 
«he'll sit on a mullein stalk and watch 
tor a beetle. Suddenly sin will dart 
Into the air and her hills go shut with 
a snap— good by beetle. She Is a for­
est conservationist, because she eats 
the elm leaf beetle. She Is the farm­
er's friend, because she eats the May 
beetles and click beetles, which in­
jure crops. She Is the gardener's 
friend because she eats the squash 

j beetle.
In fact, she Is the friend of everyone 

—except the beetles.—Philadelphia 
North American.

Foot and Mouth in the Philippines.
Officials of the Philippines reported 

to Washington last week that the foot- 
and mouth disease has again laid Its 
grip on the islands. The scourge Is 
called rinderpest over there, and has 
been the bugbear of all cattle dealers 
and dairies, the few that there are. 
almost from the beginning of Amort 
can occupation tn 1898.

It is estimated that 260,000 carabaos 
have died of rinderpest In the last 
year. There were 500 deaths In the 
last week of April, when the last mall 
report was sent to Washington. The 
loss is about $5.000,000.

The Philippine bureau of agriculture 
asked for $250,000 to fight the scourge, 
but the legislature only appropriated 
$12.500 ami tills is held responsible to 
a great extent for tin epread ot I in 
disease.

If conditions continue as they are tn 
the islands it is feared that the loss 
the coining year will be fully as great.

26.76 was bid, prices 25 to 75 cents 
over the offers o f Wednesday. No 
barley is being offered for sale here, 
but at San Francisco futureB were j 
higher. California barley can be laid 
down in Portland at practically $28.

There was no trading in wheat. I 
Prices at the exchange averaged a cent j  
higher, in response to the Chicago ad- j  
vance. The rain has improved the [ 
Northwestern crop fully 5 percent. In 
some parts of Oregon the gain is esti­
mated at 15 per cent.

Atlantic Freight Rates Decline.
Several commodity markets have \ 

been more or less influenced by the in- j 
creased supply o f freight room and a 
consequent reduction in freight rates, 
says a news bulletin issued by Rens- 
korf, Lyon & Co., o f New York.

Coffee has declined and cotton has 
had an advance in this country as a re­
sult o f the improvement in the freight 
situation, but so far sugar has not re­
sponded by any decline. The fact that 
the stand taken by this country has 
checked the activity of the German 
submarines has improved the freight 
situation and reduced insurance ratea. 
There has been a large fleet that was 
tied up by ice in North Russian waters 
released and the allies have turned 
hack into commercial life  many boats 
that have been used as transports. It 
looks as i f  during the summer freight 
congestion at the ports will be, in a 
great measure, relieved and this is 
bound to benefit generally American 
businesa.
