Prominent railroad president« de­
clare conitre*« ha« no power to fix 
waite«, as contemplated in the eight- 
hour bill.

An all-day battle was fouitht be­
tween government force« and Villa 
men, led by Villa himself. No victory 
waa obtained by either.

It is officially announced that the 
British casualties, killed, wounded and 
missing, on all fighting fronts in the 
month of August totaled 4711 officers 
and 123,234 men.

The value of the ruble has recently 
advanced in London, where Petrograd 
exchange had fallen from 165 to 136 in 
the courae of a week. The rise is at­
tributed to Koumania’s entrance into 
the war.

Subscriptions for the new German 
war loan, the fifth war loan, already 
are coming in. The Agricultural Cen­
tral Loan bank has subscribed 60,000,-
000 marks and the Elberfeld Savings 
bank 10,000,000 marks.

The Wireless Press quotes the Berne, 
Switzerland, Bund and the Geneva 
Journal to the effect that the famous 
German commander, Field Marshal von 
Mackensen, will take charge o f the 
campaign in the Balkans.

John P. St. John, a candidate for 
the Presidency on the Prohibition 
ticket in 1884, twice governor of Kan­
sas, and one o f the most widely known 
temperance advocates in the United 
States, died at Olathe, Kan., aged 83.

A t a secret session of the Chinese 
parliament. Premier Tuan Chi Jui, re­
plying to inquiries about the rerent 
clash between Chinese and Japanese 
troops in Eastern Mongolia, said the 
Japanese were the aggressors and fired 
the first shots.

Fighting has become general over 
the 600-mile Transylvanian front, says 
the Kund corresjiondent at Austro-Ger- 
man headquarters. The Austro-Hun­
garians, he says, are finding it impos­
sible to hold the political boundary and 
are retreating to their second fortified 
line.

Threats of a general strike of Indus­
trial Workers of the World throughout 
the United States as a means of en­
forcing a " fa ir  tria l”  for three mem­
bers indicted in connection with the 
murder of a deputy sheriff in Virginia 
are made by officers of the organiza­
tion.

Consular dispatches report a German 
newspaper, the Rheinische Westfal- 
isrhe Zeitung, as saying: “ Wo are
not conducting a war with the United 
States and therefore citizens o f that 
country taken prisoner in battle and 
found with arms in their hands should 
be executed as marauders."

The price o f platinum jumped 120 an 
ounce in two days, the quotations n o »  
running from (80 to $86 an ounce. 
Scarcity of the metal because of the 
war embargo set two years ago on 
platinum from Russia, together with 
the beginning of the Christmas holiday 
demand from jewelers, was attributed 
as reasons.

A profit of more than $1,000,000 a 
week was made by the Ford Motor 
company during the year which ended 
July 31, according to a financial state­
ment. The year's business totaled 
$206,867,347; the year's profit was 
$69,994,118. Henry Ford announced 
that most o f the profit will lie used in 
expanding the company's business.

Designs for a 9.6-inch howitzer have 
been virtually completed and U. S. 
army officers believe the gun a more 
powerful and better weapon in every 
way than the 11-inch and 12-inch guns 
o f similar type now in use abroad. It 
will have a range of nearly ten miles.

A fire in the Snoqualmie forest re­
serve on the Whitechuck river, near 
the Cascades, is again beyond control, 
after being reported under control 
Sunday night.

Suit for $1,600,000 against an al­
leged cement combine seeking absolute 
control or the ruin of the Oregon Port­
land Cement company, of Oswego, is 
filed in the Federal court at Portland 
by Aman Moore, largest individual 
stockholder, vice president and treas­
urer, in the name of the company.

PRES1DENI WILSON ACCEP1S LINCOLN 
MEMORIAL AS GIFT TO NATION

Hodgenville, Ky.— President Wilson 
came to Kentucky Monday to pay hom­
age to the memory of Lincoln. The 
President accepted for the Federal 
government the log cabin in which 
Lincoln was born in a speech devoted 
to an eulogy of the Civil war Presi­
dent. Standing on a hill topped by a 
magnificent granite memorial building 
housing the Lincoln cabin, he praised 
Lincoln as the embodiment of demo­
cracy.

“ We are not worthy to stand here 
unless we ourselves be indeed and in 
truth real Democrats and servants of 
mankind, ready to give our very lives 
for the freedom and justice and spirit­
ual exaltation o f the great nation 
which shelters and nurtures us," he 
said.

The non-political character of the 
program was emphasized by the men­
tion o f the name of Charles E. 
Hughes, the Republican nominee, by 
one of the speakers in giving the list 
of directors of the Lincoln Farm as­
sociation.

What was said to be one of the larg­
est crowds ever gathered in this part of 
Kentucky came to Lincoln farm in 
special trains and automobiles and on 
foot. The President and his party 
were taken from the station to the 
farm in automobiles, accompanied by 
a troop of I-ouisville police. On the 
way the President stopped and laid a 
wreath on a statue of Lincoln.

A t the farm he walked up a long 
flight of broad granite stairs lined with 
thousands of rheering persons to the 
Lincoln memorial building at the top. 
Inside he examined silently the one- 
room cabin made o f rough logs and 
mud and then wrote his name in the 
register.

Ex-Governor Joseph W. Folk, of 
Missouri, president of the Lincoln 
Farm association, presided at the for­
mal ceremonies. Robert J. Collier, 
vice president o f the association, gave 
the g ift  of the deed to the farm to 
Secretary Baker, representing the War 
department.

A n crica a  Rights Is Issue Before
Am erican-M exican Commission

New York—The personal rights and 
their economic interests of Americans 
in Mexico must be considered in reach­
ing a permanent settlement of the 
difficulties between the United States 
and Mexico, Secretary Lansing said 
here Monday in an address at a lunch­
eon attended by members of the Amer­
ican-Mexican joint commission. Con­
ferences looking toward a solution of 
the international problems which con­
front the two countries are to begin 
shortly at New London, Conn.

Secretary Lansing declared that if" 
"suspicion, doubt and aloofness”  
marked the coming deliberations, the 
commission might expect to accom­
plish little and would leave the two 
nations " in  the same tangle of mis­
understandings and false judgments 
which, 1 feel, have been the chief rea­
son for our controversies in the past.”

Luis Cabrera, chairman of the Mexi­
can commission, in reply, said the re­
sult his commission seeks is the name 
sought by the American delegates and 
that the mutual spirit of harmony 
might be inferred from the notes ex­
changed.

Secretary Lansing pointed out that 
the assembling of the commission 
"manifests to the world the spirit of 
good will and mutual regard which an­
imates the republics of America in the 
settlement of their controversies.”

“ 1 need not assure you,”  Secretary 
Lansing continued, "that my govern­
ment has been inspired throughout the 
past three years with a sincere desire 
to arrange in an amicable way the nu­
merous questions which have arisen as 
a result of the civil strife which has 
shaken the Mexican republic to its 
very foundations and has caused so 
much loss of life  and property, so 
much suffering and privation.”

Word "O bey” Eliminated.
Chicago The commission o f seven 

bi«ho|Mi, seven pastors and seven lay­
men o f the 1'rotestant Episcopal 
church, ap|s>inted to revise the ritual 
of the church, has determined to elim­
inate the word "o b e y "  from the mar­
riage ceremony, it was learned here. 
The commission will report to the gen­
eral convention of the church at St. 
Louis, October 11. Radical changes 
were pro|Hised in the ten command­
ments, the burial and baptismal serv­
ices and in arrangements of various 
prayers.

Crazed Serbian Runs Amuck.
Seattle, Wash. —  George Yakich, a 

Serbian, is declared by the police to 
have run amuck with a gas pipe in the 
heart of the business district, inflict­
ing dangerous injuries on one man, 
and serious injuries on two others be­
fore he was captured by the police. 
Four hours previously Yakich hail 
been released from jail after serving 
a six months' sentence for stabbing 
six men, as a result of a war argument 
at the same place.

H. L. Peters, a printer, was hit on 
the head, and is dangerously hurt.

Campaign Tour* Planned. 
Chicago When Charles E. Hughes 

is speaking in the West, Charles W. 
Fairbanks will tie speaking in the 
East, according to plans of the Repub­
lican campaign committee worked out 
to avoid conflict in dates. Mr. Hughes 
will, it is said, not go further West 
than Oklahoma the next two trips he 
makes. Theodore Roosevelt may speak 
in Indianapolis early in October. The 
plans also provide for a tour of the 
Central and Western states by ex- 

1 United State* Senator A. J. Beveridge 
and William H. Taft in October.

Food Gamblers Hard Hit.
New York — Food dealers who gam­

bled on the expected isolation of New 
York from outside supplies as a result 
of the threatened railroad strike and 
held bark shipments to unload at fam 
ine price*, found themselves over­
whelmed by their own plot. Price* 
suddenly collapsed with the averting 
of the strike and the food gambler* 
were caught with vast quantities of 
supplies on their hands. One specula- 
tor is reported to have lost heavily.

Oregon & California Grant

Land Taxes May Be Limited
Eugene— George M. Brown, attor­

ney general of Oregon, intimated at a 
meeting o f representative* o f the Ore­
gon and California land grant counties 
held in Eugene Wednesday night that 
there is s probability that the Federal 
government in the payment of back 
taxes on Oregon and California lands 
may take the position that the taxing 
power o f the state was limited to 
$2.60 an acre and that assessments 
based on the relative value o f other 
lands in the counties were not valid.

He said the collection of the back 
taxes was s subject o f great concern 
and he recommended that the counties 
take steps to procure the payment as 
speedily as possible.

While in Washington last spring A t­
torney General Brown said he consult­
ed the secretary o f the interior depart­
ment and the secretary indicated the 
view that aa congress had provided for 
the sale of the lands by the railroad 
company at $2.50 an acre the lands 
possibly could not be assessed for a 
greater amount. A t the time, as the 
representatives of the state of Oregon, 
the speaker said, he had held out for 
the payment o f the taxes on the full 
value.

Attorney General Brown cited the 
provision o f the act o f congress revest­
ing title to the Oregon and California 
land in the government, providing the 
taxes shall be paid as determined by 
the secretary o f the interior depart­
ment.

He commended the plan to form a 
federation of the land grant counties 
for the purpose of “ having these lands 
sold, the timber sold and getting the 
lands back on the tax roll.”

Referring to the action of congress 
he reviewed the history of the forfei­
ture suits. He said that when the lit­
igation was first suggested he auviBed 
against it, fearing the creation of 
greater reserves within the state and 
the removal of the land from taxation. 
He called attention to the act of the 
legislature providing for the forfeiture 
proceeding and asserted "the people of 
the state of Oregon, through the legis­
lature, invited congress to do the thing 
that it has done.”

$250,000 for Grain.
Baker —  Contracts for wheat, oats 

and barley, aggregating 300,000 bush- ) 
els and involving an outlay o f more 
than $260,000, have been made up to 
date for delivery to Coast and Eastern 
points, J. F. O ’Bryant, local agent for * 
M. H. Houser, o f Portland, announces. 
The latest contract closed here was for 
43,000 bushels of wheat and barley, 
wheat being taken at $1.16, while bar­
ley went at $1.75 a hundred. Oats 
are being sent to Portland, while other 
grains are all to be sent East to fill 
European orders.

Road Campaign Planned.
Eugene —  A campaign throughout 

Lane county to create sentiment in fa­
vor o f the construction of the Klamath 
Falls-Florence highway, as one of the 
projects to receive financial assistance 
from the Federal government under 
the terms of the Shackleford bill, 
will be inaugurated at a meeting to be 
held in Eugene on the night of Septem­
ber 1. Members o f all the grange or­
ganizations in Lane county are to be [ 
invited to attend.

Noted Oregon Cases Set.
Salem— Attorney General Brown an­

nounces that two important cases 
(lending before the Supreme court of 
the United States have been set for 
argument in October. They are Stet- 
tler vs. O'Hara and Bunting v. Ore- 
gon.

The first involves the constitutional- j 
ity of the Oregon minimum wage law 
for women. Mr. Stettler is a Portland 
box manufacturer. The other case 
will test the 10-hour law now applying 
in sawmill and kindred industries of 
this state.

Californians See Big Mill. 
Eugene — Seventy-nine represent« 

tive* of San Francisco firms, members 
of the trade extension conducted under 
the auspices of the Chamber of com 
merce o f that city, arrived in Eugene 
Monday morning, homeward bound 
from the Coos Bay country. They 
were met at the Southern Pacific depot 
by representatives of the Eugene 
Chamber of commerce, who accompa­
nied the party to Springfield, when’ 
the visitors were shown through the 
Booth-Kelly Lumber company’s mill, 
the largest inland sawmill in Oregon.

Strawberry Crop it Big.
Hood River— The Fruit Growers' ex­

change has announced final returns on 
the 1916 strawberry deal. The ex- 

! change handled lO.OtHI crates of fruit 
at an average o f $2.12 a crate. The 
average was cut short because of 
heavy rain* beginning June 27. For 
more than a week, because of soft 
fruit, the price dropped from $2.26 a 
crate to as low as $1.30. The highest 
price received on any shipment was $6 
a crate at the opening of the season.

Coral Agate Brings SIOO.
Newport — The highest price for 

which an agate ever soi l in Newport 
was paid last week, when G. A. Kin­
sey, a wealthy Pittsburger, bought a 
coral agate from A. L. Thomas for 
$100. Coral agatea are probably the 
rarest of any agate* found on the Ore­
gon beaches, and the one purchaaed 
by Mr. Kinaey is of exceptional 
beauty. He has had the stone made 
into a brooch for his wife.
