The 
two series of radiographs exhibited are 
typical pictures of fractures, gunshot 
wounds, and show as well how obscure 
diseases of the bene and ot the stomach 
are diagnosed with a certainty which 
wolud be imposyible by any other 
known method. The plate* demon­
strating the fractures show typical 
cases of fracture of various hones and 
the condition before and after the re­
duction of the fracture and during the 
process of healing. Probably the most 
important of the radiographs shown 
are those of ulcerated stomachs before 
and after operation. One set nf plates 
shows a stomach which has a constric­
tion of the pyloric or outlet end of the 
stomach caused by ulcers. the next 
plate showing the stomach after an 
operation called ‘ gastroenterostomy,’ 
which means a new outlet established 
from the stomach into the bowel by 
detaching the howi! from the stomach 
at the pyloric end and sewing it to the 
stomach at the lowest part and rutting 
an artificial opening in the wall of Ihe 
stomach leading into the howl in its 
new isisilinn This plate shows the 
food passing from Ihe stomach throuuh 
the artificial opening into the bowel.

The , 
large mills are refusing to accept or­
ders for aluminum lined spray rods 
So there is nothing left but the iron 
li ted* heavy rods, after we have dis­
posed of our present stock. And it 
will he necessary for us to reserve a 
certain number of these rods for our 
power sprayer sales. Hods, hose, etc 
go as regular equipment with f*ach 
sprayer. We already have enough ' 
signed orders for Hardie Power 
Sprayers to make a very noticeable 
Inroad on our «pray rod stock.

The Hardie Mfg. Co. will not ac­
cept an order from us nor from any 
other dealers for any number of ina 
chines, unless we have the signed 
order* This is to prevent «pecula­
tion. And they are right in doing 
this, because whan a »prayer is need 
ed to sa\e a crop of applea, a grow 
er will pay Ihe limit to get one. That 
limit might he twice today's price 
But if it saved Ihe crop it would 
perhaps I»*- wurth it W e don’t went 
to see any gr< wer have to pay more 
for u Sprayer than it is worth under 
ordinary circumstances.
