Chicago— Trading in May wheat was 
ordered discontinued at a meeting of 
the board of directors of the Chicago 
Board of Trade Saturday night. The 
directors also decided that existing 
contracts should be adjudicated either 
by delivery o f the property or at a 
selling price to be fixed by a commit­
tee appointed for the purpose.

It was rumored that action by the 
Federal authorities in the last few 
days— and particularly earlier in the 
day— had hastened the action of the 
board of directors. None of those at 
the meeting would confirm or deny 
that it had been intimated some action 
to curb soaring prices o f wheat should 
be taken or government officials would 
close the board.

“ The board of directors were 
prompted in reaching their conclusions 
by what they deemed to be their pa 
triotic duty to the country in this hour 
o f national stress,”  said Joseph P. 
Griffin, president of the board of trade. 
“ True, this action is without precedent 
in the history of this exchange, al­
though other exchanges in this country 
have taken similar action. It should 
be understood that the board of trade 
is neither a buyer nor a seller— it is 
merely a market place where meet 
daily the millions of producers and 
consumers throughout the country.

“ I should like to emphasize that 
speculation has nothing whatever to do 
with the action of the directors in de­
ciding to abandon trading in May 
wheat, nor is speculation in any sense 
responsible for the high prices prevail­
ing for May wheat or the cash article. 
Generally speaking, the speculator is 
not interested in May wheat, his oper­
ations being confined to the future. 
Practically the entire interest in May 
wheat is restricted to farmers, grain 
dealers, millers and foreign govern­
ments.

“ The recent hysteria over the food 
situation has caused a stampede of 
consumers in every direction, and 
while it is regrettable it is neverthe­
less a fact that even the leading gov­
ernments of Europe seem to have be­
come fearful as to their future re­
quirements. The largest buyers of 
wheat for present and future delivery 
at this time in the market are the gov­
ernments of Europe, not speculators.

“ We are but a market place and so 
long as there are no restrictions such 
as we have just adopted, there is no 
limit to the amount of wheat those 
governments might purchase. There­
fore the action of the directors does 
not interfere with the freedom of con­
tract on the part of either the individ­
uals or governments, but compels those 
requiring wheat for immediate con­
sumption to make purchases from farm­
ers and grain dealers rather than 
through the medium of a contract for 
future delivery on the floor of our ex­
change. ”

Washington, D. C. — Official wheat 
crop estimates announced Thursday I 
show that with the world facing a 
bread shortage, the United States, un- J 
less it cuts its present consumption. I 
probably will produce only enough | 
wheat this year to supply its own I 
population.

The forecast, compiled by the de- 
; partment of Agriculture on conditions 
May 1, put this country’s winter wheat 
yield at 366,000,000 bushels, the small- j 
est in 13 years. There will be no 
estimate of spring wheat acreage until 
July, but with a crop of 260,000,000 [ 
bushels, which is higher than the aver­
age, this country would grow this year 
a total o f only 616,000,000 bushels. 
The normal American consumption 
with seed requirements is put at j 
slightly more than 600,000,000.

The estimated production this year 
of 366,000,000 bushels of winter wheat 
falls 116,000,000 bushels short of last 
year’s poor crop. It is 129,000,000 
bushels less than the average for the 
preceding five years.

Reserve stocks are said to be lower 
than at any previous time at this 
season. The visible supply is put 
now at 30,000,000 bushels, with a 
somewhat larger invisible supply. The 
lowest visible stock ever reported in 
the United States was 6,000,000 bush­
els on July 1 two years ago. When 
harvesting of the new crop begins 
July 1 it is estimated that the reserve 
will be even lower than that.

The allies' wheat requirements for 
the coming year are put at 500,000,000 
bushels as a minimum. The United 
States will he asked to supply more 
than half of that amount. Wheat 
crops in other parts of the world are 
poor. The Argentine crop failed, and 
home consumption will require the en­
tire yield.

In a statement accompanying its re­
port, the Agricultural department de­
clared that although the winter wheat 
crop condition is the poorest on record, 
crop conditions otherwise are favor­
able.

Herbert C. Hoover, chairman of tho 
food committee of the Council o f Na­
tional Defense, who is strongly in fa­
vor of a more limited use of wheat in 
this country, appeared before the sen­
ate agriculture committee and urged a 
sc parte department of the government 
to deal with the food question.

Steamer Line is Sold.
San Francisco—Three steamers, the 

George W. Elder, F. A. Kilburn and 
Breakwater, comprising the fleet of 
the North Pacific Steamship company, 
were bought Thursday by Thomas 
Crowley, head o f the Crowley Tug­
boat company, and Andrew Mahony, 
at a price said to be $450,000. The 
purchasers are to operate the three 
vessels under the name of the Emer­
ald Line, according to gossip along 
Califorhia street. It is understood 
that their present routes will not be 
changed.
