ROOSEVELT NOT TO GO
| regiment of marines was designated 
Monday to join the expeditionary force 
and round out the nation’s representa­
tion in the field.

The marines will be attached to the 
army division under General Pershing, 
which is under orders to proceed 
abroad as soon as practicable.

Although details are not being made 
public, it was calculated here that 
with the marine regiment the total 
American force now designated for 
land service in Europe is close to 
40,000.

An army division at war strength 
comprises about 25,000 men, and up­
wards of 12,000 are expected to be in 
the nine volunteer regiments of en­
gineers now being recruited. The for­
estry regiment and the marine regi 
ments each will number more than 
1000. The strength of the naval force 
in European waters has not been re­
vealed.

General Pershing and his staff will 
sail for Europe ahead of the troops to 
pave the way for final training of the 
huge army the United States is pre­
paring to pour across the seas as rap­
idly as men can be trained and equip­
ped.

For obvious reasons no information 
as to the time o f the American com­
mander’s departure or his destination 
will be made public.

Washington, D. C.— President W il­
son Friday night ordered that a divis­
ion of regular troops, commanded by 
Major General John J. Pershing, be 
sent to France at the earilest practi­
cable date.

This is the answer o f America to 
France’s plea that the Stars and 
Stripes be carried to the fighting front 
without delay to hearten the soldiers 
battling there with concrete evidence 
that a powerful ally has come to their 
support againt German aggression.

Announcement o f the order followed 
signing of the selective draft war 
army bill by the President and the is­
suing o f a statement that under advice 
o f military experts on both sides of 
the water, the President said he could 
not employ volunteers nor avail him­
self of the “ fine vigor and enthusiasm’ ’ 
o f ex-President Roosevelt for the ex­
pedition.

The army law provided for an ulti­
mate forces o f approximately 2,000,- 
000 men to back up the first troops to 
go to the front. When the bill had 
been signed the Preisdent affixed his 
name to a proclamation calling upon 
all men in the country between the 
ages of 21 nad 30, inclusive, to regis­
ter themselves for military service on 
June 5, next.

The proclamation sets in motion im­
mediately machinery that w ill enroll 
and sift 10,000,000 men and pave the 
way for the selection o f the first 500,- 
000 young, efficient soldiers without 
crippling the industries or commerce 
of the Nation or bringing hardship on 
those at home.

Washington, D. C.— Colonel Roose­
velt will not be permitted to raise his 
volunteer expedition to carry the 
American flag against the Germans in 
France.

On signing the war army bill. Presi­
dent Wilson issued a statement saying 
that, acting under expert advice from 
both sides o f the water, he would be 
unable to avail himself at the present 
stage o f the war of the authorization 
to organize volunteer divisions.

There was talk in army circles of 
the possibility that a way will be 
found to use the ex-President’s serv­
ices in another way, but official com­
ment on the Bubject was lacking.

TAX ON BIG INCOMES RAISED

AIRCRAFT FLEET PROPOSED
Thirty-five Hundred Aeroplanes Being

Built snd 6000 Men Are Wanted.

Washington, D. C. —  Formal an­
nouncement o f the government’s pol 
icy as to all types o f aircraft except 
Zeppelins was made Monday by the 
Council of National Defense through 
Howard E. Coffin, member of the coun­
c il’s advisory commission and head of 
the Aircraft Production Board, recent­
ly created.

The object aimed at for the first 
year, according to Mr. Coffin, is the 
production o f a minimum o f 3500 
training and battle aeroplanes; the ed­
ucation of from 5000 to 6000 aviators, 
and the doubling or more of the pro­
ducing capacity during the second 
year.

The board will co-operate with the 
joint army and navy board on designs 
and specifications of aircraft which 
will pass on all questions of design and 
military character.

Other plans include the establish­
ment o f nine aviation training fields, 
three of which already have been se­
lected by the War department and con­
struction work on which will begin at 
once. Each will provide for two aero- 
squadrons o f 150 men each and have 
hangars and shop equipment for 72 
machines. It  will cost approximately 
$1,000,000 to equip each field.

Six American colleges are to give 
cadet courses to classes o f 600 student 
aviators each, making 3600 men who 
will be under instruction in these pre­
liminary courses by July 1. The first 
classes opened May 10. The cadets 
are entering the classes at the rate of 
25 a week.

Washington, D. C.— Further drastic 
increases were written into the income 
surtax schedules o f the war revenue 
bill by the house in the committee of 
the whole after announcement by Dem­
ocratic Leader Kitchin that Secretary 
McAdoo’s latest estimate o f one-half 
of the cost of the first year o f the war, 
which the bill is intended to cover, 
would be about $2,245,000,000.

Gerard Blames Women.
New York— The American woman, 

in a large measure, is responsible for 
the high price and scarcity o f food, 
James W. Gerard, ex-ambassador 
Germany, asserted Saturday night in 
an address before the New York Acad­
emy o f Medicine at a meeting called to 
discuss the food supply in war.

‘ We should make it fashionable for 
women to go to market and buy for 
the fam ily,”  said Mr. Gerard. “ The 
credit system and the use o f the tele­
phone is responsible for the ever-in­
creasing cost o f food to the consumer.”

Teutons Torpedo British Cruiser.
London— The British admiralty an­

nounces thst 14 drifters have been 
sunk in a raid by Austrian light cruis­
ers in the Adriatic, and the British 
light cruiser Dartmouth was torpedoed 
by the Austrians. The Dartmouth, 
the admiralty reports, returned to port 
with three men dead and one officer 
and four men missing and believed to 
be dead, and seven wounded. The 
British warships Dartmouth and Bris­
tol pursued the Austrian vessels to s 
point near Camaro, when battleships
compelled them to withdrew.

Washington, D. C.— Naval officials 

resent the report from Queenstown 
that the American destroyer crews 
were not properly outfitted for cold 
weather duty. They did not have aome 
o f the extra heavy clothing, officials 
say. because o f their hurried depart­
ure, but they did have sufficient cloth­
ing for this time o f year. More sup­
plies are going with the destroyers be­
ing sent, and these are supplemented 
by heavy clothing.

Spy Suspect Run Down.
New York— After his motorboat had 

been chased several miles by the Cu­
ban gunboat Yara in Nipe bay, an al­
leged German spy was captured Friday 
and later imprisoned in Cabanas fort­
ress, according to advices received 
from Havana Monday by the Republic 
o f Cuba News bureau, in this city. The 
prisoner, the report said, had papers 
and plans which indicated he was plot­
ting to etsablish a submarine base off 
the eastern coast of the island o f Cuba. 
It is believed he was formerly a Ger­
man army officer.

Waite to Die Thursday.
Ossining, N. Y .— Dr. Arthur War­

ren Waite, who was convicted in New 
York o f poisoning to death hia wealthy 
father-in-law, will be executed here 
Thursday. The condemned man is 
spending most of his time reading and 
writing lettera. Dr. Waite is said to 
have told hia lawyer, Walter R. Deuel, 
that he did not wish to see him or any­
one else again.

“ I want to pay the penalty that so­
ciety expects me to pay as soon a* pos­
sible,”  was his final communication to 
the attorney.

Four Die in Explosion.
Youngstown, O.— A mysterious ex­

plosion in the power plant o f the Re­
public Iron & Steel company at noon 
Monday brought instant death to four 
men and injuries to 11 others.

The Federal standard calls for 14 per 
cent butter fat. The ice cream men 
contend that the government never has i 
enforced the 14 per cent standard, be­
cause it was found unwise to do so. It | 
was said by several speakers that 8 to 
10 per cent butter fat gave a better 
quality of ice cream than the higher 
standard.

Farmer Operate* Tractor He Invented.
Winlock— A  tractor designed espe­

cially for use on the Pacific Coast, 
where the excessive rains make all 
other types useless except in dry 
weather and dry ground, has just been 
completed and a peter? obtained for it 
by Henry Korevaar. Mr. Korevaar, 
who is a prominent farmer living on 
Cowlitz Prairie, has a full Bized work­
ing model in operation on his farm. 
The motive power is supplied by an 
eight-horsepower gasoline engine. It 
has a harrow attachment behind, 
which cuts out the necessity o f a sec­
ond operation for harrowing, and will 
plow a 17-inch furrow eight to nine 
inches deep. The tractor can be man­
ufactured in normal times for about 
$350 and weighs about 1400 pounds.

Potato Shipments Will He Inspected.
Olympia— T. O. Morrison, assistant 

commissioner o f agriculture, announces 
that the department will send F. N. 
Rhodes, o f Seattle, inspector-at-large 
for the department, to Los Angeles for 
the purpose of inspecting all shipments 
of California potatoes which are sent 
to Northern markets. The inspection 
will be conducted in an effort to keep 
tuber moth out of this state. Last 
year the same plan was followed and 
the results were singularly pleasing, 
as it resulted in eradicating ail trace 
o f the tuber disease from potatoes.

Baker Farms Need Labor.
Baker, Or.— That many farmers are 

seeking laborers for the fields and that 
the demand will be greater as the sea­
son advances is shown by the reports 
received by J. E. Larson, in charge of 
the Agricultural Council o f Defense 
Work in Baker county. Mr. Larson 
reports that 100 farm survey banks, 
showing the crop and labor situation 
o f as many Baker county ranches, 
have been returned to his office up to 
date. In the reports, Mr. Larson says 
he has found six urgent requests for 
labor that he will endeavor to supply.

Hog Cholera Found On Tieton.
North Yakima— A case of hog chol­

era was discovered on the Tieton re­
cently and steps are being taken by 
R. P. Bean, agriculturist for the proj­
ect, to check the spread of the disease. 
The stock belongs to M. U. Brady, 
who is a tenant on the Thomas Fear 
place on the north end o f the project. 
Two shuats out o f a herd of 20 have 
died. There was cholera on the same 
place two years ago. Vaccine has 
been ordered and will be administered 
as soon as it arrives.
