WHITE SALMON HAS 
DISASTROUS FIRE

Accompanied by many citizens, a 
score o f the members of the Hood R iv­
er Volunteer Fire Department rallied 
at 6.30 o ’clock Saturday morning to 
the call o f White Salmon, where fire 

| originating in a butcher shop swept 
dean a block o f old frame buildings. 
The fire was sighted, however, jus? at 
the opening hour, and most of the ten­
ants o f the burned over district, among 
them an office of the I’acific Power & 
Light Co., were able to save the larger 
part of their property.

The local firemen, called by the ring­
ing o f the bell here, raced in automo- 

| biles to the ferry landing and were 
I across the Columbia at the scene o f 
the fire in a record time.

But for the comparative calm that 
prevailed, White Salmon’s loss would 
have been much heavier. Fire protec­
tion is meagre, and it was necessary 

I to fight the flames with garden hose 
| and buckets. The burned buildings 
| were located on the north side o f the 
I town’s principal business street. So 
intense was the heat that much dam­
age was done to structures on the south 
side o f the thoroughfare. Plate glass 
windows were melted, and excitement 
prevailed when fireworks, just received 
for Independence Day celebration, ex­
ploded in one o f the scorched buildings.

Mark Moe Tells o f Aviation Corps
In a letter Mark Moe, brother o f the 

publisher of the Bulletin, who is now 
stationed at Camp Kelly, at San An­
tonia, Tex., has the following [to say 
of the Aviation Corps, of which he is 
a member;

“ I am writing this letter in the new 
Y. M. C. A. just built here, near the 
camp, for the benefit o f the soldies. It 
is open to the man in uniform and is, 
considerately, a luxury.

“ There are perhaps 200 or 300 men 
in here now, writing, the same as I.

" In  Camp Kelly there are nearly 
6,000 men now. Some o f them will bit- 
shipped north soon. Thirty squadrons 
will stay here, however, making the 
largest aviation field in the world. 
There are twelve aeroplanes to each 
squadron, and about 170 men.

“ I haven’ t been assigned to a squad­
ron yet, though 1 expect to be soon, 
and very likely I ’ ll stay here. We are 
living in tents now, but barracks are 
lieing built rapidly and it won't be 
long until we will learn to like Texas. 
Expect to be in France in five or six 
months, though. That is what 1 am 

for.
O f course it has been quite hot 

down here all the time, but it isn't 
oppressive. No one suffers from it. 
'The birdmen,’ as we are called, have 
lots o f pride. We are in the 'highest' 
branch o f the service. When a man is 
in this branch he can’ t transfer into 
any lower, although others can trans­
fer into this.”
