Chicago— Government plans for food 
control, according to a statement given 
out here Saturday by President Griffin, 
of the Board of Trade, includes abso­
lute control o f the wheat trade in all 
its commercial aspects. There can be 
no speculation in it. Buying and sell­
ing o f other grains for present or fu­
ture delivery will be unrestricted.

Mr. Griffin said the plan was formu­
lated at a meeting this week of repre­
sentatives o f the grain exchanges and 
government representatives at Wash­
ington. He said complete details of 
the agreement would not be given out 
until the food control bill had been en­
acted into law, when the formal an­
nouncement would come from Herbert 
C. Hoover, food administrator.

“ The plan decided on, however,”  he 
said, “ will permit unrestricted com­
petitive buying and selling o f all com­
modities, for present and future de­
livery, with tlie exception of wheat. 
The United States government, 
through its food administration, will 
completely dominate distribution of 
wheat for domestic and export pur­
poses. Not only will they purchase 
wheat for this government, but for the 
allies and neutrals as well.

“ The millers likewise will come un­
der control of the food administration 
and their wheat will be purchased and 
Hour distributed under the same con­
trol. As must be apparent, the oper­
ation of this plan will preclude possi­
bility of trading in wheat for future 
delivery. However, commission mer­
chants, receivers and others acting as 
agents in the purchase and sale of 
sample grain will be permitted to 
handle sample wheat on the same basis 
as all other commodities.”

The 
commission w ill devote at least one 
day to a visit to Bend, where the 
Brooks-Scanlon and Shevlin-Hixon 
mills— two o f the most m o d e r n  » nd 
best-equipp«d plants in the country 
are operated.

Bantamweights May Go.
Washington, D. C.— In reply to a 

number o f requests froni men o f small 
stature, who wish to form regiments 
like Britain’s famous "Yorkshire Ban­
tams,”  the War department announced 
Thursday that no man will be rejected 
for service, if, in the opinion o f the 
recruiting officer, his deficiencies in 
height and weight will not materially 
impair his usefulness hb a soldier.

The statement says the regulations 
requiring men to be at least 5 feet 4 
inches in height and 120 pounds in 
weight will be flexibly applitd.
