the above figures offer a suggestion
of what the profits to local fruit-
growers will be within a few years,
for fruitgrowing is still In Its ln--

Fruit buyers all admit that there

MEDFORDadvancement; It Is tho

ttropolli.fa Ein.ill city In
tho world and Its population tho
most cosmopolitan, a citizenship that
has tho utmost faith In the city's
futuro and works as a unit to realize
Its destiny tho metropolis of that
vast region between Portland and
San Francisco.

Medford Is a city of some 7500 in-

habitants whoro two years ago thero
was a village with a scant 3500, wlth
tho finest climate In Oregon, In the
center of ono of earth's richest, fair-
est and most plcturesquo valleys.
On tbn west the hills aro underlaid
with gold, on tho east with coal. A
little furthor back on tho one hand is
an lmmenso belt ot timber, on tho
other ono of tho world's largest cop-p- or

districts. Through tho valloy
winds the Rogue, most beautiful ot
the many beautiful rivers of Oregon,
wasting moro iowor than Niagara In
Its tumbling course to tho sea, Bo-yo- nd

In tho hills at tho very summit
ot tho Cascades, In tho burned out
bowl of a gigantic volcano, aro tho
liluo waters ot Crater Lake, tho

greatest natural wonder In tho
world.

Tho plcturcsquo .. valley ot the
Rogue, hemmed In by verdure clad
hills, Is th0 greatest natural fruit
bolt In tho world, whero soil, eleva-
tion, climate, combine to produce tho
perfect product. Hero aro 50,000
acres ot commercial orchards that
cannot bo equaled on th0 globo,
whose apples win tho sweepstakes
prizes at world's apple shows, whoso
pears soil to England' epicures at
$10 a box, whoso peaches take first
awards at world's expositions, whoso
products command tho highest price
In tho world's markets orchards
which yield $1000 an acre annually
tb tho grower. The piameu orcnaru
area Is Increasing at tho rate or 15,-0- 00

acres annually, and will eventu-
ally comprise a quarter million acres
or more.

Modtord Is tho railroad center of
tho present and the future. Within
two years it will bo tho only city in
Western Orogon except Portland to
have a competing railroad and will bo
connected by trolley with nearby
cities. Already Us railroad business,
both passenger and freight, exceeds
that of any othor placo in tho state
except Portland. With tho comple-
tion of tho railroads under construc
tion and planned, will como the lum
ber mills and tho smelters, mo pay-
rolls and population.

Tho Pacific & Eastorn railroad, on
which 1000 men are now rushing
construction to tho Cascades and be-

yond, will tap th0 largest ot the re-

maining sugar plno belts, containing
eight billion feet ot merchantable
standing timber, half of which Is
sugar and yellow plno. To cut this
timber will reaulre seven sawmills

$350,000 for a gravity water system
fed from the snow-cla- d summit of
Mt. McLaughlin, $150,000 for 20
miles of cast Iron mains in a city dis-

tributing system, over $100,000 for
three miles ot hard surfaced pave-
ment, constructed 25 miles ot sewer
system, many miles of cement walk
and other Improvements, a greater
expenditure per capita than over
made by any city In tho land in tho
samo length of time. During the
same period over two and a quarter
millions havo been spent for build-
ing materials for private construc-
tion In Medford.

Medford has moro natural re-
sources than any placo In th0 coun-
try, and tho Commercial Club offers
$5000 for proof to tho contrary
These resources aro many and di-

versified. Few aro developed, others
are in process of development. Any
one of a dozen that might be named,
properly developed, Justify tho ex-

istence of a city larger than Medford.
All together promise a certain future

and the future has arrived.

Tho Mall Trlbuno Is tho result of
tho merger of the two Medford dall-
ies, tho Trlbuno and tho Mall, tho
Somf-weok- ly Southern Oregonlan nnd
the Democratic Times of Jacksonville.
It Is the legitimate descendant of tho
Table Rock, Sentinel, established in
1859, the first newspaper in Southern
Oregon, and is tho heir ot all tho
pioneer Journals. Tho Oregon Sen-

tinel, the successor of the Table
Rock Sentinel, was absorbed later by
the Democratic Times, founded in
1872 as a successor to the Democratic
News. Tho Southern Oregonlan, es-

tablished In Medford in 1902, ab-

sorbed tho Times In 1907.
The Medford Mall, founded as tho

Southern Oregon Mall In 1889, suc-

ceeded tho Medford Advertiser, tho
pioneer paper ot Medford, estab-
lished In 1887, and afterwards ab-

sorbed Its rival, tho Medford Monitor.
In 1893 the property was purchased
by tho rotlrlug publisher, A. S. Bll-to- n,

who retains a financial Interest
In tho new company. Tho Medford
Morning Mail was established in
1908.

The Medford Trlbuno was estab-
lished as Town Talk In Ashland In
1894, nnd some years lator changed
Its name to Ashland Trlbuno. In
1900 the plant was moved to Med-

ford and tho Medford Trlbuno, tho
pioneer daily of Southern Oregon
established.
