“The malutenance of Hritish neu-
trality would In mo  way Injure
France,  On the contrary it might be
argued by remalning neutral Great
Britaln could give France exaclly as
much sirateglo assistance and a gool
deal more effective diplomatie help,
us according to all reliable Informa-
tion there Is mo intention of sending
Dritish troojs 10 the continent and as
a few Hritlsh divisions considering
the enormons numbers engagel
could hurdly alter the balance of pow-
or,

“All England can do for France s
to protect her northern const from In-
vaslon aud prevent the neutral ports
of Belglum and Molland belng used
us basls for armed aggression against
France,

WASHINGTON, Atz 3. —Presl-
dent Wilson appealed today to  the
people of the United States to remain
neutral during the war In Europe, He
declared the United States owes it to
mankind to help the rest of the world
during the present crisls,

President Wilson told callers he
had every reason to belleve that the
rallroad mapagers would be patriotic
and that a strike would be avoilded.

President Wilson told callers to-
day the United States had not dirvect-
Iy or Indirectly made any offer to
use its good offices to bring about
peace o Europe. e said he had
not heard of & suggestion by the
Queen of Holland that the United
States unite with her country to of-
fer mediation.

The white house suthorized this
quotation from the presideni's ve-
marks to the Washington correspon-
dents:

President’s Statement

“It is extremely necessury, it s
monifestly necessary, in the present
state of affairs on the other side of
the water, that vou should be ex-
tremely careful not to add in any
wav (o the execilement, OFf course,
the European world is in a highly
exvited state of mind, but the exeite-
ment ought wot to spread to  the
United States. So far as we are
concerned, there is no canse for ex-
citement, There is great execilement
for the time being in the movey mar-
ket and in our exchanges, and tem-
porarily in the handling of onr erops,
but America is absolutely prepared
o meet the financial stuation and
to straighten evervthing oul without
any material diffienlty, The only
thing that ean possibly prevent it is
unreasonable apprebension and ex-
cilement,

Menry Olson, Homesteader and Guide,
Shot by Louis Dedge of Ashiand
While Returning to Camp at Dusk
Saturday Evening—Thought Deer
Was Coming Info Camp and Shel.

Tragedy marked the opening of the
1014 deer senson in Jackson county
Suturday evening nbont dusk, when
Lonis Dodge of Ashland, son of the
formiture dealer, shot and instanily
killed Henry Olson, nged 23 years, a
homesteader and guide on Elk erevk,
near where, with the dead man and
a companion named Fstes of Ash-
camped. Olson  was
mistaken for a devr, and seconding
to the evidenece in the hands of Corn.
ner A. E. Kellogyg, the fatal shot wos
firtd ot a noise in the thiek brush,
An inquest will be held Wednesday,

Dodge and Estes emploved Olson
as their guide and pitehed camp Sat-
urday. In the evening, aceording teo
Coroner Kellogg, Estes and Olson
were stationed on a salt liek, Dodge
remaining in camp to eook supper.
About 8 o'clock Olson left Estes on
the sait lick and eame across coun-
try to camp. A short time previons
to this Dodge had seen n deer plunge
through the woods and was on |h
tockout.

Thought Deer Coming b I!'ﬂ

According to Coroner Kellogg,
Dodge says that while eooking sap-
per he heard a heavy chog, chug
through the brush near the camp,
and grabbed his gun, pointing in the
direction of the sound. Olson eame
over a little gully, Dodge pulled the
ingger, the bullet siriking Olson a
little to the right of the hearf cut-
ting the arteries of that organ and
causing instant death. He died with-
out uttering a ery,

Davdge, griefstrigken and parnlyzed
by his aet, notified Estes, and to-
gether they prepared the body, Night
had fullen over the woods, and they
waited until Sunday moming, when
they made their way to Sturgis’
ranch and telephoned the tragic news
o this eity.
