There
is no more gense in nations resorting to warfare than there
is in individuals,

It is idle to preach against murder and invoke the laws
against the individual for murdering on a retail scale when
the state itself is engaged in practicing it on a whelesale
basis. '

What use is it to punish the murderer when the state
is training men for murder, manufacturing implements for

{ murder and desolates the land by murder!?

Murder is the mark of the barbarian. War (wholesale
murgder) is the destrover of civilization, Plunder is its
mainspring—not patriotism. Land and gold of other
nations ave coveted, Rulers desire to exploit neighboring
people and enlarge their own domains, and seience, educa-
tion, art, progress of centurics are wiped out in the twink-
ling of an eye.

1e right of the individual to life, liberty and pursuit
of happiness, so long as he does not infringe upon human-
ity, is the object of government. Success depends upon
the consent of the governed. There' can be no equitahble
government without this consent. For one nation to at-
tempt to subordinate and rule another against its consent
is wrong, and the friction therehy engendered is destrue-
tive to human progress, .

The people of every nation have the inherent right to
rule themselves, but must not infringe upon the rights of
their neighbors, Granted this right, to exercise through
national federations in whatever form desired—and war
will be no more,

The European nation of today, that consists of people
governed against their will by a foreign race and denied a
voice in their own control, is a medieval survival and must
soon go the way of the fendal barony. The national wars
will follow the baronial wars, religions wars, feudal wars,
into oblivion and the cannon and the man-of-war the
atapult and the coat of mail.
