Milium In Wnhh City and .loplln are
now shut down, tho result of tho
slrlko of loud nnil xlnc miners which
liegan last Monilav. Ton more mliios,
among the henvlest proilurors in tho
.loplln district woio cIohoi! today. Tho
week's output of ore will he greatly
curtailed. Three thousand or moro
men arc out of employment.

A meetliiK here htat nlKht, the first
held by the strikers, was uddrussod
by leader of the movement to or-

ganism an indopeiiiloul union. At Hi

meeting it was agreed to march upon
olhor lnlnoa nt .loplln today, demand-
ing that they dono. Operntors have
predicted that If the strike coutlnuoa,
thero will he but few mines In south-
west .Mlasourlu operating hy the end
of tho woek.

Minors of tho .loplln district havo
never before Iwscn affiliated with
labor organisations and no foreign
rlnsses havo boon employed In the
mine. Lender say they will attempt
to organise locals In overy city of tho
district. They are opimsing affilia-

tion with the Western Federation of
Miners.
