a dispatch datud at Sofia last Satur-
day.

cluding tho foundation of a univer-
sity at llrast.0 (Kronstadt).

"In consideration for hor nctlvo
military assistance," tho correspon-

dent continues, "Uumanla would re-

ceive tho whole of tho Uumanlan por-

tion ot Hukowlna to tho rlvor Pruth
and also nn extension of territory
along tho north bank or tho Danubo

to the Iron Gates, Including Mehadla,

whllo Austria-Hungar- y would under-

take to conquer Hessnrabla and

transfer that province Immediately to

Rumania as a permanent possession.
