BRITISH DENY

CENSORS STEAL

TRAD E SECRETS

LONDON', MhtoIi 17. In ret! to
nn inquiry of the Awoeintel Pre- - in
regard to the charts made in tin
United Slates seimte that the British
censorship won beitit used for the
piirpooa of gaining t ratio information
for the use of British traders, Lord
Newton of the foreign office made
the following stntemudt:

"Tho Americnn press recently re-

ported certain statements mndc in the
senate referring to the censorship of
mails in the United Kingdom, and ex-

tracts were quoted by Senator Walsh
and others from n confidential cir-
cular issued by the Ilritish postal ccn- -

Hor to his examiners of letter muds.
The conclusion drawn from these

was that' his mnjcstv's
government arc utilizing the censor-
ship to discover the trade connections
of nputrnl foreign firms in order to
wrest their legitimate business from
ilicni in the ISntish interest.

"That this deduction is entirely er-

roneous may he best demonstrated by
tiic examination of paragraph '2 of
this circular. This lavK down tho or
der that tho examination of letters
is conducted witli tho following ob-

jects
"(a) Direct trading with tho en-

emy.
"(b) Indirect trading with tho en-

emy.
"(o) Trading by unauthorized per-

sons in tho British empire in muni-
tions of war.

"(d) Tho discovery of intermedi-
aries that is, ovideneo that porsous
or firms in neutral countries are not-

ing ns iniprmedinries for the enemy in
correspondence or business,

"(e) Tho procuring of statistics;
but it is laid down that this subject
has reference to the two particulars
of direct shipment or shipments on
through bills of hiding to neutral
countries in Kiiropo of those commod-iUc- s

upon which from time to timo
the trade branch is instructed to fur- -

fnish it statistical report.
