"These territories have had only

one civilization in their history, that
Italy and only one groat humilia

tion which must cease that of for-

eign domlnatiln. which attempted to
destroy the principle of nationality.
America knows well that Italy, not-

withstanding these just claims, ab
stained from any provocation before
the Kuropoan conflagration, being oc

cupied only with her peaceful
Austria was responsible

for the outbreak of the conflict, hav-

ing willed war witli Serbia after pro-

voking Italy a hundred times with
violent persecutions of Italians of
Trent, Finnic and Zara, whom she
denied even tho right to educate
themselves in their own language.

"Once tho conflagration was ignit-
ed, Italy felt that fate called her to
