1 ean be
prostituted, as in Germany, and made to serve unholy ends,
but properly nsed, as in Switzerznd, it averts militarism.

The standing aviny, with its easte svstem is a swevival
of Fendalism and makes Tor autoerney.  Universal serviee,
as in Mrance, ereatos trne democraey and sounds the doom
of autoeracy. The world struggle in the future as in the
past, lies hetween autoeracy and democracy, and a proper
system of military training will afford fhe hest prepared-
ness for democracy against “mad-dog™ autocrncy in its
frantie struggle to perpetuate privilege,

We have not at haud the details of the proposed train-
ing bill, but'its outline, ns reported in the press dispatehes,
inglicate that it is inadequate in that it does not go
far enongh, for every youth in the conutry should reeeive a
few months physical training.

Compulsory training will do mueh fo develop eifizen-
ship and humanity. Tt will improve the race physically
and mentally, ereate a united nation by abolishing raeial
differences and cradieate the narvow provineialism hred
hy isolation, the present enrse of the country. 1t will aid
in creating efficieney and in bailding the nation,
