LONDON, Aug. 18.—( By the Arso-
olnled Pross, )—The forelgn offlge to-
night {ssued the Prénch text of the
letter from the pope Lo the king, 1n-
eloding & ¢opy of his appeal to the
heads of the bolllgerent peoples.

The appeal follows:

“To the leaders of the belllgoront
people: 8ince the beglnning of our
pontificate’ the hortors of a terrible
war, let loose ot Burope, we have in
viow, above evorything, three things
to  preseryve:  Perfect Impartiallty
towards all belllgerents, as 5 mull-
able for him who ts the common falh-
er and who loves all his children with
ogual affectlon. Contlnually to at-
tempt to do all the good pogsible and
fpat without exéeption of person,
without distinetion of nationality or
rallglon, as Is dietatod to us by the
universal ‘law of gharity which the
supreme spirltunl charge has confid-
ed to us with Christ. Finally, ns our
paoltic mission aldo requlres to omit
nothing as long as It wils In our now-
er which might contribute to hngton
tha ond af this ealamity by trying tp
lewd peaple and tholr leadors to mora
modorats rerolution to hasten n ser-
oo deliberation of n poncn Just and
durnblo.

"Whosver hos followeld our Work
during those three palnful  years
which have just passed has been able
onslly to rocognize that, If wo had
always remnined fajthful to our re-
solve of absolute Impnrtinlity nnd to
our attitude of henevolence, wo have
not censed to exhort the pooples and
the boelligerent Wrothors again to be-
come brothren, although publlelty has
not been glven to all that we have
done to attain this very noble #lm.

“Townrds the end of the first year
of the war wo addressed to the nn-
s in conflict most lvely exhorie-
tong; and, more, wo Indicnted the
part to bo lollowed to arrive at a
stable and honorable pence for all,
Unfortunnlely our appeal was  not
heard and the war continued dosper-
ately for another two yours with all
its horrors. It beeamo even morn
eruel and oxtended over the enrth,
over the son and in the ofr, and ono
saw desolution and denth descond

Cupon' Lhe eltles without defense, npon
penceful villagen nnd on thelr lnno-
cent population, amd now no one canh
Imagluoe liow the sufferings of all
would bo Inerenged and aggravated
W other months, or, worse still, other
yonrs, are about to he added to this
sanguinary trienniom,

Burope go glorlous and so flourish-

and sufferings which {t has endured
aspecially during  the present war
ought to concllfate the sympatllos of
nutlons,

“Such are the principal  bases
whereon we belleve the Duture re-br-
ganlzation of tho peoples onght to be
built, Thoy are of n nature to roen-
der impossible the retorn of similar
confliets, nnd to prepare o solution
of the ceonomie question =o Impor-
tant for the future and for the mater-

“Phe whole world re 'm..nirnn that
the honor of the armles of both sldes
in pafo.  Ineline your ears, therofors,
to our prayer., Accopt the fratornpl
invitation whith wo send you in tho
name of the Divine Redeemor, the
Prince of Popee; reflect on your very
grave regponsibility before God and
hefore man,

"On your declslon depends the ro-
pose and the joy 6f Innumetabie fam-
ilies, the life of thousands of young
poople; in n word, the happiness of a
peoplg for whom it I8 your absolute
