WASHINGTON, Sept. 2S. Tho im-

pending collapse of Bulgaria. General
March said todav is a direct result of
the concentration of American forces
on the western front. Hitherto, Gen-

eral March explained, whenever a
section of the central empires was
menaced Germany was able to with-

draw divisions from the west front
to holster up the threatened points.

"That day is now past," he added,
"as n result of the concent ration of
the entire American army on the
western front. This has forced the
German general staff to keep intact
their whole strength in France."

The elimination of Bulgaria, the
chief of stuff pointed out, should a

separate peace he granted, fore-
shadows the isolation of Turkey anil
the possible of Rumania into
the war. The effect of these events
on the grand strategy of the war was
obvious, he said.

peace, it has been made quite clear to
the Sofia government that sufh a

.peace necessarily involves a complete
rupture by the Unitarian government
with Turkey, Germany and Austria-Hungar-

The allied governments necessarily
demand every guarantee which they
consider necessary for them to guard
their military operation and prevent
the dispatch of German troops to
Bulgaria.

No Issues Kettle
In discussing the Bulgarian pro-

posal, it is pointed out, the allies
have no intention of attempting to
make a final territorial settlement in
the Balkans which obviously must be
ii matter for consideration at the
peace conference. The question, it is
hitid, is one of the conclusion of such
n military ngrcement as would pre-
vent any further danger from the
Bulgarian side to the operations of
the allies in the Italkans.

This implies the demobilization of
the Bulgarian army or its employ-
ment elsewhere against Bulgaria's
present allies.

No steps in the territorial questions
involved will be tuken without the
fullest and support of
Greece and Serbia, but one of the
essentials of any preliminary agree-
ment must be the evacuation by Bul-

garia of all territory outside Bulga-- i
in proper occupied by her armies

since the outbreak of the war.
If the terms laid down, which have

been dispatched to Sofia are not
to the .Malinoff government,

the allied powers, it is added, have
no further conditions to propose nnd
it will rest with Bulgaria to find oth-

er representatives who can accept
these conditions.
