THE PRISON SCANDAL,

R] PORTS of the grand jury on the state prison scean-

day confirms the popular impression that while
Governor Withyeombe is well intentioned, he lacks the
administrative éapaeity necessavy for an-efficient exeen-
tive, The history of the penitentiary under the govern-
or's eontrol has heen au nnending record of seandals, ting-
ed with mufinies, arson and murder.

The grand jury places the blame upon Parole Officer
Joe Keller as the “active head of a system of espionage,
clandestinely reporting to the governor on varvious prison
matters without the knowledge of the various wardens
and in such a way as to nnpru]um‘l\' veflect upon und un-
dermine them:' depreciates alleged interfercnce of the
governor in prison management to such an extent that he
“has serionsly hampered every warden and undermined
his anthority," and exonerates Warden Murphy s admin-
istration.

It is declared that the parvole officer has undermined
diseipline and made harmony impossible, has received “at
least $170 from a pavoled man’ without u'r-nuntillg, and!
i8, tlmmgh his control of paroles, the dowminating factor
at the prison  The bookkeeping systemn  employed is
excoriafed ag inefficient and impracticable,

The management of the penitentiary farm has been
“slovenly, carless and inefficient.”” Bad conditions ob-
tain at the prison buildings, “*unsanitary makeup™ and
“foul sanitation.™

The jury recommends that the prison be placed in the
hands of the board of control, that the warden appoint the
parole officer and have full authority over him, that the
segregation of habitual aund first offenders be brought
about, that the law prohibiting competition of free and
conviet Tabor be répealed so far as it pertaing to enfploy-
ment of prisoners within the prison walls, and that new
sentence laws be passed, mainly one allowing reasonable
maximums and minimums within the present limits and
that good behavior of a prisoner will allow his release
upon the expiration of such minimum, as a matter of law,

There seems every veason why the legisiature should
enact the changes in the statutes recommended and take
the eonduct of the prison out of the exelusive hands of the
governor, who has made a sad mess of it, and return it to
the state board of control, wlmro it helongs.
