Direct from Trenches
'These first trips came direct from

the front line trenches where thev
had been tiuhtni" only the nnrht be-

fore and thev were caked with mud.
Thev looked cnsuallv about the town
upon their arrival, but when thev saw
what had been nrrnnired for them,
thev hurried nwnv to set cleaned up,
refusins to enter the buildings us tnov
were dressed.

"Within n dav every man had enter
ed into the spirit of the place and were
plnvini: like vounsrsters.

"In all their plavimr. in all of which
women took part, the men exerted the
ercntest care for them, and no matter
how rough a came was I have never
seen a woman uistlcd in it.

"As n result of the score of these
leave areas, the "Y." established

recreation centers miineiiiatclv
behind the lines where men could act
hot baths, which was the principal
thine: thev wanted.

Women Worked Hard
'"Kverv woman m tho orsraiiiziition

did everything thnt was nee to
make the work go. We all scrubbed
and mopped and cooked, though it
was our policy to try to have French
help for this, for our greatest service
was in directing and f inaneing iov the
recreation and ontortaiiiment of the
bovs. One tune with one other Amer-

ican woman I cooked doughnuts lioiu
9 a. in, until 4 p. in. on a dav when
cake mid meat could not bo bought,
so that 200 sailors could have some-

thing unusual for their day's leave,"
