" “Thore are plealy of persons who
have already made the assertion that
they Lelieve the Amerlean people
have & short memory and that they
intand to revive all the forelgn asso-
c¢iatlons which most directly inter-
fore with the complete Amerleaniza-
tion of our people. Our prineciple In
this matter should be absolutely
simple.

“In the first place we should in-
Aist that §f the Immigrant who comes
here does in good faith hecome an
American and assimilates himself to
us, he shall be treated on an exacl
equality with everrone else, for it is
an ontrige to discrimindte against
Any sush man because of creed or
birthplace or origin.

So frail thut he wos not privileged
to nssoeinte  with the other bovs in
bis neighborhiood, Roosevelt was tu-
tored privately, in New York and
during trovels on which his parents
took the children abroud, His fotli-
er, o glass importer und a man of
monns, was his constant compans
ion: and he kept o diary; he read so
wuch history and fictjonal books of
adventure that he was known as
bookworm; he took boxing lessons;
he was an omoateur nataraligt: and
at the age of 17 he entered Hurvard
University. There, he was not prom-
inent as some others in an athletic
“’u\. as it i not vecorded thut he
“made” the baseball and foothall
teams, but his piiy body underwent
o metsmorphosis ond hefore grad-
nntion he became one of the cham-
pion hoxurs of the college.

Was Twice Married

A few months after his gradus-
tion, Roosevelt marvied Miss Alice
Leo ol Bootsn, She died in 1884,
leaving ong ehild, Alee. now the wife
of Representative Nicholus = Long-
worth of Ohiv. In 1886 Raosevelt
murried Miks Edith Kernit Carow
of New York, and to them five cluld-
ren were horn—Edith, now the wife
of Dr. Richard Derby, und four sons,
Theodore, e, Kepmit, Archibold
and Quentin,

The publie career of the mon why
wis to betome president begnn not
long after he left college. His pra-
fession was Jow, but the nctivities
that wero to come left him vo time in
whieh to practiee it. In 1882, 1884
and 1884 he wus elected to the New
York state nssembly where his ef-
forts on bohalf of good ~overnment
and eivil serviees veform attracted
sitention. When the rgpublican nn-

After bis  retiremant  From the
oresidentey Roosievelt did  consider-
able writing, becoming the highest
uuu{ newntaner and mogagine weiter
in the country,

He tried lor the mm:hlwuu DI~
identinl nomination in 1910, but was
defeated by Chorles B,  Huoghes.
Roosevelt wiuy nominsted by the pro-
eressive: party, whose oandidate  he
had bhoen for four veurs bafore. but
he declined tho progressive noming-
tion. and supported Huglios, who met
defoat.
