Leaders of the steel workers sald
the strikers numbered about 235,000,
The wood workers who did not strike
number between 4000 and 5000, The
strike leadors clalmed that the with-
drawal of the electriclans, engineers
nml. other metal workers will causd
( yards to close soon.
