While President Wilson and
the allled premiers and generals are
deeply engrossed in perfocting the
plan for the ereation of a socicty of
nations and arranging the new terms
to ba imposed upon Germany for &
renewal of the armistice, expiring
next Monday, other subjects of thé
groatest importance are belng pre-
pared for the consideration of the
psace conference. 1t fa expected that
the conference will spend little time
discussing thom, however, and will
pilas most of them on to the soclety
of nutions, whon the latter has been
orpated and resdy to function.

Foremost on this secondary pro-
gram are the recommendations of
the commission on International la-
bor logislation. The commlssion 18
one of the few having an American at
its head, and Samuel Gompers, the
chairman, has heon pushing work
along at a great rate, so that it s
expected he will have & report shads
for the conference as soon as it is
ready to recelve It
