south of Medford. If Mr. Conger
would take the trouble to drive out
that wav soon. I can. show him fall
sown barlev . that three weeks ago
was scarcclv knee high; "nnd had
started to lire close to the ground.
Three weeks ago it was irrigated, and
todav that barlev is breast' high and
in bloom and shows the finest pros-
pect that I have seen this year.' An-

other part of the same sowing that
was not irrigated is standing where
it was and is very inferior. Then
there is a piece of spring sown bar-le- v

that three weeks ago' seemed to
be doing very nicely. A part of it got
some of the run off from the fall
sowed niece and todav there is a dis-
tinct line between the irrigated and

parts, the former being
a dark hcalthv green and six to
eight incl;es higher than the latter,
which is lighj green in color arid
shows very nlainly the lack of mois
ture. ,,

Mr. Conger also boasts of socalled
stands of alfalfa that have been' on
the same ground continuously for 30
and 0 years, i This statement con-
demns him and shows his ignorance
of the laws of nature and the! rules
of good . farming. It .is common
knowledge that the greatest value of
a leguminous crop lies in the utiliza-
tion' of. the fertilizing and soil 'build-

ing power's in preparing tlie lurid 'for,
and increasing (he vicld of oilier
crops. Nitrogen in the soil lsjVcr.v
hard to hold as it is bofh1 soluble' and
volatile, and within a couple of sea-
sons after it has been stored bv le-

gumes unless it is picked up by other
crops it will fiuve gone back to the
air irom whence it cume. It is sate
to Bay that the losses in nitrogen
value alone m the above mentioned
holds would be as great, if not great
er than the proiils therefrom."

Mr. Conger discourses verv ."learn-
edly" on subirngntion and its in
fluence on uliulin. I can show him a
little patch, about 75 feet souare,
that is located in one ot our fields
and that is elevated about eight
niches above its surroundings and as
a eoneauence'.it. has. never: lin d a
drop of: water on ils sHriuec except
as it tell as rainA The rest hud been
irrigated for thr
to Mr. Conger that ridge, should he
an onsis in ,n desert us it certainly
would get suhirrigulion with water
oh four sides of it:. but as a malt
ol iiicl tliiit little riuge. has not pro
duced a third of, a crop since it was
