Incidentally Gamo Warden Dally
Baturday forenoon called attention
to/the fact that the law which pro-
xides” that any violator of the fish
and game laws shall be deprived of
hig fishing and hunting leense will
bo rigldly enforced. This law, which
Is not generally known, reads as fol-
lows:

“Any person in the state of Oregon
who apon being convicted of a viola-
tion of any of the laws for the pro-
tection of any of the wild game ani-
mals, game birds or game fish, shail,
for the first offense, forfelt his hunt-
fug o angling license in addition to
penalties .otherwise provided, and
shall be denled the privilege of hunt-
ing and angling for any of the game
animals, game birds or game fish of
the state for the balance of the calen-
dar year in which the offense was
committed.

“Should any person after being de-
nled the privileges of hunting or an-
gling by any of the provisions of this
not for any stated period, hunt or
angle for any of the wild gnme ani-
mals, game birds or game fish of this
state, or secure by fraud or otherwlse
& llcense to hunt or angle, such per-

‘son shall be deemed gullty of a mis-

demeanor,” The punish t ‘clause
provides for a fine of from $25 to
$500, and costs and from 30 days to
six months In jall, or both.

STATE CROPS

211 NEED. WATER

PORTLAND, May. 24.—Except
over limited areas in _western, and
southern Oregon counties, farm work
is well in hand and vegetation Is
fairly well advanced for the season,
pays the weekly summary of woeather
and crop conditions in Oregon, Is-

susd by the weather bureau here,

The week was cool, with consider-
able cloudiness. Light rains were of
frequent occurrence in the western
counties and scattered showers oc-
curred in most of the eastern part
of the state but there was & consid-
erable area In the central and south-
eastern eountles where no rain fell. A
lttle Eno— fell in & few elevated

locslities. Frost occurred seversl
mornfngs in some of the eastern
wcounties:. In the central and south-|

ern counties there were high drying
.winds. and some dust storms. Bnow
4n the mountains melted rather slow-
1y but ms carried a good flow of
water,

The cool weather and light rains
were favorable for winter wheat, outs
and rye.
erops are suffering from drought bul
the acrenge thus affected is relatively
pmall, Soma llitle damage was done
by frost and cold winds. Spring
wheat, oats and barley are germinat-
ing wall in most localities and have
been helped by rain but need more
molsture. Seeding Is still in Yro-
gress in some elevated localities. A
few apuides are reported from Polk
county and grasshoppers are doing
pome damage in Klamath county.
Plarting of corn e progressing rapid-
1y, tho over sume very small areas,
planting was stopped by raln, War-
mar weather ls needed for corn.

Tho.wenther wes genernlly favor-
able tor fruit but there (s still com-
plaint of apples, cherries and prunes
dropplng. Sirawberries are plentiful
4n Douglae county and are ripening
in other loealities. Harly cherries
are turning In Umstills county.

The growth of alfalfa and clover
Yas Leen retarded by low iempera-
ture and lack of sunshine. Other
hay crops have generally mide gaod
growth, Mepaows and pastures have
been revived by tain in the western
connties, and to a limited extent elue-
wherg, Morg rain (s needed. Stoek
continues to muke good gaing, Shedr-
fng contintics. Some sheep haye been
noleaned on.the range in Lake county,

Planting of polatoes vontinues.
Early potatoes are growing  well.
Gardeng need warmer wenther and
o sunghiue, the report declares.
