Lioutenant Forde suffered a bullet

wound In the head and was elubiboed
with the butt of a rifte and left for
demd,
He soays that the two motor cars
carrying the cadets wero attacked as
they were passing between rocky de
clivities on elther sldo just an the
Ieading ear ran Into a diteh which had
Boeen propared for it Many of those in
the flrst cnr were woundoed by the Hrest
fire from forees concealed bohind huge
rocks,

Those in the second car camo wp
and fought until the last man fell
wounded, Forde was lying wounded
when he hoard the order to tease fire,
He adds: “Then a lurge number of
attackers from both sides rushed into
tha road, They wore the unlform of
British  soldlers and handled us ol
very roughly, not excopting the dead,
After knocking us about they called
on us #ll Lo stand up.

“Two of the party were able to get
to thefr feet and were lmmediatety
shot down a* élose range by the
‘whinnors,” One of the cadeds near me
groaned and turned over, One of the
clvillans plunged w bayvonet Into his
back, 1 muttered something and he
trned to me and after cursing me,
sald 1t would be my turn next.

GERMANS PLAN
10 FMIGRATE

BERLIN.—Stutonts of  economio
sibjects nasert that at least 5,000,000
uermans are preparing to leave the
Fatherland for the United States, Mex-
leo and South American stutes as soon
ns thoy are able to  ralse passago
maney, or obtaln admission in the casg
of the tnlted States,

A majority of the wouldbe omi
grants have expressed o preference to
Bo to South Amerlea.

Officlal and unofficinl quarters have
displayed conalderable uneasiness over
the cliss of men who arm pow amigrat-
Ing or preparing Lo emigrate. Tho
head of the governmient Immigration
offfee sald:

“The mosat ablebodled, enterprising,

The vory poor, the commupists, the
radlenls, the bolsheviki, generally are
ramaining with us, It {8 the family of
some snbstance which s moving out,”

One canse of this emigmtion s con-
ceiled to be the war taxea and partion.
larly the income tax which virtually
pirolilbita the salarled man from lnving
something aside for the rainy  day.
Thisse men generally no longer patron-
fze the banks, They are hoarding
lttle bit of saliry each month, agninst
the day they can emigrate

In spite of the general agreement
among palitleal economlsts that Ger-
many s overorowdod and that unless
radienl readiustments are made with-
I one yeur the nation will be able to
support only 60 percent of the present
population, suggestions have been
made that the government take {mme-
diate sleps to regulate the number and
quality of emigranta;. With this in
view i new law is being drafted.

It is argoed that this tde of emigra-
tlon could be turned back wpon Ger
many to good purpose.  Uormany's
utld lands, if feelgated or  deained,
would e capabie of supporting 10,000,
o wdditional porsons, It s sald, and
the government hax beon urged to
make these lands avallable to the
nimbers now flook into the clties

r. Max Hirsch who, writing in the
Herlin Tagablate, "Germans who
are preparing to emigrate at thiz Ume
should, for the =nke of the Fathorland,
reconsider.”  Unrestricted emigration
aventually will result in a weakened;
probably acnemic. Gorman race. he
belleves, in view of the charnctor of
the men who are leaving.

Othoras fear the exodus will resnlt in
an "tmpalred German culture™ anpd
sugeeat the advisability of state ald for
the intellectnals who have been hard-
osl hit by economic conditionse
