Germany Called On by Allied

Commission to Carry Out

Article 235 of Versailles

Treaty Appeal by Ger-

many to League of Nations

Called Improper.

PARIS, Mar. 15. Germany was
called upon yesterday by the allied
reparations commission to carry out
article 235 of the" Versailles treaty,
which stipulates Germany inns: pay
before May 1, 11121, the equivalent
of twenty billion Bold marks. The
treaty provides that this payment
may be madu In gold, commodities,
ships, . securities or other valuables,
and that out of this sum the expenses
of the armies of occupation are first
to bo met.

Tho commission also took steps to
carry- out article 233 of tho treaty,
which provides that Germany must
be notified before May 1 next the to-

tal amount of war damage imposed
upon her by tho treaty. .

"If Ciormany persists in. refusing to
make payment," says the Petit I'ari- -

slen in discussing the action of the
commission, "she will force us to im
pose upon her tho integral execution
of tho treaty. That was the signifi-
cance of yesterday's meeting."

In discussing the protest made to
the Leaguo ' of Nations by
against 'the. 'Penalties being enforced
by tlie nllles oh Germany because of
her refusal to carry, out her repara-
tion obligations, the Petit Parlslen
says:

"Germany is not qualified to de-

mand nrbitH-atio- from the league, as
she is not n member of it."

Negotiations between France and
Germany concerning the transfer of
funds collected for the- purposo of
paying disability and old age insur
ance to residents of Alsace and Lor
raine, have failed and France, it Is

declared, is prepared to ask that ar
ticle 77 of the Versailles troaty bo en-

forced. This article provides that the
German government shall under-
take to pay over to the French gov-
ernment a proportion of nil reserves
accumulated by tho empire or by pub-
lic or private bodies, dependent upon
It for the purposes , of disability and
old age insurance.
