British Navy Ordered to Be
Ready for Action — May
Transfer Armed Forces in
Ireland — Premier Admits

Negotiations Have Broken
Down.
LONDON, Aprll 7.—(By tha As-

moclated Press)—A complote breaklip
of the conference bolween reprodentn-
tiven of the miners;, the owners and
the government with the view to set-
tling tho coal strilke, wus antounced
in the house of commons by Premier
Lloyd George this afternton.

The fallure of the conference, Mr,
Lloyd George declarod, eame oas o
consequence of the refusal of the
miners’ «wadition of a nationnl wage
nyktemt and o noatlonal profits pool
had  been  accepted. The premibep
added that since {t had been nmde
clear the miners fedoration would not
conslder any settloment oxcept on the
conceding of thelr demnnds In foll,
the governmont, eelyving on the nssis-
tance of the great mass of the people,
must take oviry means in s powes
to met th situntion, The view of tlu»
miners foderation, Mr. Lloyd George
neserted, was that to permit the per-
mit the pumpers to return would he
to refinguish the weapon with which
the miners hopéed to bring the govern-
ment and the mine owners to a
apeedy aceeptance of thelp term

Amidst ceheors from the govern-
ment benches the promier  declared
that the issue rpised was much wider
than that of what wages should be
pald. He had always kKept an open
mind on the qustion of wiges and was
propared to use his good offices in
yenching o solution, He regretted ox-
tremely that the miners had made
WO grave a doeciglon, Involving injury
and misery to their fellow cltizens
throughout the comityy as well us to
thembelves.

R, M. Men Walk Out.

LONDON, April T—(By the As-
soclated Press)—The National Uniop
of Railwaymen today decided to sup-
port the coal minera In their strike.

The exccoutive body of the raiiway-
men's unlon decided to consult im-
muedintely with the transport workers
organization for the purpose of Laking
thoe most effective and Immediate
stepa to assiet the miners.

Reports from many mining centers
said the strikere adopted a more ag-
gressive nttitude Lo make volunteers
copsa tha work of keoplng the col-
Heries free from wiler. In numerous
ingtances foree was used. At Bore
rowatountes, Scotland, miners today
threw bomba at a pit hoad in order
to Intimidate volunteer wokrers In
the mine. No maoteridl damaoge Wi
dane.

STONE FRUIT HIT

The prodicted heavy frost of Lhis
morning  arrived, and congenquently
there was smudging by all orchardists
who were prepared to do g0, Another
heavy frost is prodicted for Friday
morning.

“It §5 very hard to tell as yet just
how much damage has been done by
the three heavy [rosts that have so fur
vigited us,” sald County Agent C, C.
Cate this forenoon.

‘“However there Is no questinn thot
they hnve chusell injury, especially to
the stone fruits such as  cherries,
peaches and apricots. In some of the
low 1¥ing parts of the valley a few of
the stone trees lost 90 per cent of the
erop.

“As to the carly pear situstion, tho
D’'Anjous are the worst hit, and in
aome places in the valley the frosts
killed 90 per cent of their present
bloom, and 50 per cent of the present
bloom of the Bartletts and Howells.
Howoever, these trees were so heavy
ot with blossoms thiat they ean stand
to losa many, and vet give a big crop,
especialiv the Bartletts and Howalls,
“We have had bad frosts other

Money Wrappers in Discarded
Mail Sack Show Dearborn
St. Robbery One of Largest
in Criminal History—Gang
Makes Escape.

CHICAGO, April 7.—Indicationa
toduy were that the loot obtalued m
the maill robbery @t the Dedrborn
street rallway stution would apgre-
gate an amouny belween §L00,000
nand $750,000.

The evidenca that the loss would
be inrge was obtained when the po-
llee recovered a mall pouch that liad
been ripped open, rifled and thrown
aside. It contained monerwrappers
which showed there had been one
puckage of $100,000 in one thousand
dollar bills, another of 340,000 In one
dollar bllls ond a third of $50,000,

The pouch also  contalned flive
suckis each holding five smaller bags
contalning currency and consigned tn
virious federal reserve bank mem-
hérs.  Most of the money was con-
signed to Indianapolis banks,

The robbery  was  executed with
rapldity Ly four bandits, One story
was thint the quartet had been play-
ing ball for some time on o lot near
the station and suddenly rushed over
with revolvers and held up the sta-
tion and truck emploves. It s de-
clared the robbery did net require
more than a minute and a half, the
robbers ‘demanding a particular reg-
istered mall pouch which still was
on n mail truck.

The bandits fled with the mick to
an antomabile and one of them fived
one ghot, supposadly at one of his fel-
lows whom he failed to recognize in
the excitement. They leaped Into
the machine and escaped.

CONFESSION SAYS
WOMAN HIRED HIM

Leonard, who made a confession last
night that he and another man had
been hired by a woman for §5.000
to kill Joseph B. Elwell.

ATTORNEY GEN.

Harry M. Daugherty Declares
Government, in Spite of the
Lever Act Decision, Must
Obey the Law—-Building
Trades Mentioned.

WASHINGTOXN, i A Bon-
oral warning to business that the de-
partment-of justice will countenance
no violatfons of the law was sounied
today by Attorney General Dangh-
erty

The ecountry, Mr. Dougherty sald;
“should take notice of n new day and
o new way.” and woat those who had

boon  guilty  of  illegnl  practices
should not “cloae their vyes.*

His statement he  added, was o
modest, but emphatic warning” to

those for whom it was intended and
could he regarded ns an opportunity
for any of those who should mend
thelr ways to do so.
