It Is known that Foreign Minister

negative answer. That Chancellor
Kehrenbach and the rest of the cabinet
would automatically disappear with
Simons was a forgone conclusion.

Should Germany fail to comply the
allies give notice that they will pro-
ceed on May 12 with the occupation
of the Ruhr valley, and to undertake-al-l

other military and naval measures.
The terms for Germany's payment

of her debt to the allies are to he
given her ly the allied reparations
commission by tomorrow.

Meanwhile, the allies, tho ultima-
tum states, arc to continue with all
necessary preliminaries for ,the oc-

cupation of the Ituhr.
Tho ultimatum was handed to Dr.

Sthamer, the German amassalor in
London this morning. It reads after
reciting Germany's unfulfilled treaty
obligations with regard to disarma-
ment, reparations, the trial of war
criminals and other matters, in sub-
stance as follows:

LONDON, May 6. (By tho Asso
ciated Press) Tho text of tho allied
ultimatum to Germany, after a brief
introduction reciting Germany's ful-

filled treaty obligations with regard
to disarmament, reparations, the
trial of war criminals and other mat-
ters, is in substance as" follows:

"The allied powers have decided:
"(a) To proceed from todny with

all necessary preliminary measures
for the occupation of the Bubr valley
by allied troops on the lthine under
the conditions laid down.

"(b) In aeeordanee with artlele
2HG of tho Versailles treaty to Invite
the allied reparations commission to
notitfy the German government
without delay of the lime and meth-
ods for the discharge by Germany of
her debt and to announce its decis-
ion on this point to. the German gov
ernment by May 6, at the latest.

"c) To summon the German gov-

ernment to declare categorically
within six days after receiving the
above decision its determination :

"(1) To executo without reserva-
tion or condition its obligations as de-

fined by the reparations commission:
(2) to necept nnd realize without res-

ervation or condition in regard to its
obligations tho guarantees prescribed
by the reparations commission: (3) to
execute without reservation or delay
measures concerning military, naval
and aerial disarmament, of which
Germany was notified by the allied
nations Jn their note of .innuary 20:
thosp measures in the execution of
which they have so far failed to corn-lil- y

with are to bo completed imme-

diately and the remainder on a date
still to be fixed; (A) to proceed with-
out reservation or delay to the trial nf
war criminal, and also wotli other
parts of the Versailles treaty which
have not as yet been fulfilled.
