NEW YOltK, July 1. Fake movie
stock gobbled up $5ii,lHlii.0H0 from gul-

lible investors during 1920, says a

report by tho National Association of
the Motion Picture Industry, which has
u vigilance cominittoe trying to stamp
out promoters of wildcat film com-

panies.
Hundreds of such companies, often

organized by men who did not even
know tho difference between a cut-
back and u close-up- , not to mention
the distinction between mi ovdinury
Platonic kiss and tho lingering fade
away, were trampled by stock sales-
men who pointed to great financial
achievements by film
makers as an assuranco that investors
would soon receive gotis of dividend
checks, tho report indicated.

But the investiKaling'eomniilteo'dls-covere-
