port of the special treasury commit-
tee which mudo an inventory of the
supplies and equipment of tho bu-

reau of printing and engraving, fol-

lowing th recent reorganization of
the bureau's personnel, completed
toduy. Is virtually a substantiation of
tho declarutlon by treasury officials
thut no output of Illegal bonds, noto
or stamp issues hud taken place
within recent yea is.

Tho report which Is expected to go
to Hocretnrv Mellon this afternoon
will record that a descrepnnvy of
some fifty sheets was found when
a cnecK was mnue of mo special
paper used In tho bureau for print
ing of bonds and notes.

Since tho discrepancy occurred
within tho period covered by tho last
four years of opertitlon of tho bureau
and whs not confined to any one boi- -
1km of the Institution, officials held
that the ivttNxlng material would not
have been sufficient, even If divert-
ed to lllegul purposes to have given
foundation to the 'charges

rious bonds.".
