This
makes a ride In the bus, trolley, train,
subway or what not tl real adventure,
and it will ahvuys be an adventure
until the truth about tho cri Is ac
knowjedged by tho health guardians
of the country.

Kven Dr, Olser. although be de
scribed pneumonia as a specific In
fectlous disease, always attributed his
own repeated attacks of bronchitis to
drafts In cold lecture rooms or to
chilllngs ho experienced on cold rides,
but it was the pneumococeus thnt got
him at last.

"When a friend, an associate or any
person approaching wit bin five feet
purports to have a "slight cold." there
is no foretelling what ono may catch
from the contact.

As long as people continue to apply
the misleading or disurmlng term
"cold" to such ailments we can
scarcely hope to make any further
progress In the control or prevention
of the respiratory infections, for njiy
acoulescencc on tho part of health
authorities and physicians in the
quaint superstition which Dr. Osier
and most other doctors of his day held
and which so many of the unenlight-
ened laity of our day still cherish,

the greatest preventltlve meas
ure we have against these common
respiratory infections.

Snapping Jaw.
"What causes one's Jaw to pop or

snnp when eating and then to become
sore near the ears? (R. 8. 10.)

Answer. Tho Jaw Joint, a semlunl-vers-

hinge joint, Is immediately In
front of the ear. This joint Is quite
subject to all the mechanical and in-

fective lesions which Involve joints In
general, such as dislocation and par-
tial dislocation, arthritis, synovitis,
and irregularities of development.
The tnmporo mandibular Joint Is often
undeveloped, particularly on one side,
as a consequence of long neglected or
inadequately repaired dental defects
on that side, by reason of which mas
tication Is lost. The joint readily slips
partly out of place with a snap as It
returns, or ligaments or tendons nre
flabby and snnp in nnd out of their
grooves. In osteo arthritis the noise
fs move in the nature of a grating nud- -
ilde to the Individual himself. This
joint Is more than likely to be Involv
ed In gonorrheal than in ordinary in
fective ("rheumatic") arthritis.
