STOLP, Germany. May 3. W
Tho sturdy dirigible, Italia,

which withstood a flight of buf
feting by adverse weather on its
trip from Milan, Italy, on April
15-l- was headed north today
for tho fringe of Arctic wastes
which lt Is to explore. Taking
off from Seddln airdrome near
hero nt 3:20 a. m., the airship,
which is carrying an Italian expe-
dition to explore north polar
lands, had on hoard two passen-
gers who once before crossed
over the north pole In a dirigible

General Umberto Nohile, com-
mander of the expedition, and
Titiuna Its fox terrier mascot.
They flew over the polo ln the
ship two years ago with Xtonld
Amundsen and Lincoln Ells- -
worth.

Tho Italia will go to King'
Pny. Spitsbergen, where the sup-
ply ship Cltta dl Milano, which
will be used as a base for explo-
ration, is awaiting the airship'
arrival. It is some 1700 miles
from Btolp to King's Bay and
it was thought likely that the di-

rigible would land en route at.
Vadsoe, on the northern rim of
Norway, to tako on additional
gas nnd benzine. The route was
tentatively set to cover about 1500
miles from Stolp to Vadsoe, pass-
ing over Gothland and Stock-
holm.

Captain Georgo H. "Wllkins and
TJeutcnant Carl B. Elelson, who
flew to Spitsbergen from Point
Barrow, Alaska, wore expected
to greet the Italia on Its arrlvar
at King's Bay. General Nobllo
wns anxious to consult with them
on flying conditions encountered
and observations made in the
polar regions.

FOR AUTO DEATH

KOSEBURO, Ore, May 8. (P)
An Indictment charging involun-
tary manslaughter was returned
today by the grand Jury against
Roland Schwartz, Roseburg young
man, who was the driver of the
car in which Mrs. Mary Julia Rob-
ertson met her death Kebruary 20.
Mrs. Robertson was a member. of a
party of six young people who
were returning from a country
dance In the Schwartz car. The
machine was wrecked and the
young matron was killed and other
members of the party hurt. There
was considerable conflicting testi-
mony before the coroner's Jury re-

garding the speed of the enr and
the indications that members of
the party had been drinking. An
Indictment was also brought
ngalnst Harry Rapp, who Is ac-

cused of possession of liquor. Rapp
was an occupant of the car ln
which Jack Waynlck, local restau-
rant employee, was killed on
March fl. Evidence at the coro-
ner's Inquest wan to the effect that
considerable liquor wns found nt
the scene of the wreck and that
Hupp and Waynlck had both been
drinking. They were on their way
to the coast after an
party when the accident occurred.
