partment of the slate college, is one being exploited in parts of
ICaslcrti Oregon at present by a swine company. t is the old

scheme, attempted with more or less success by promoters in
other slates of selling high priced "gilts" to farmers and giving
a contract to buy back the female progeny.

"On its face the agreement seems fair enough, but a little
study shows that the company, cannot afford to buy back the

'gills' any longer than it can resell these 'gilts' to other farm-

ers," points out Professor Poller, "fit oilier words, the busi-

ness must grow in geometrical ratio, and for each 'gilt' sold
this year from four to six must be sold next year, and so on until
the blow-u- p comes."

Some ."illlt "gills" were sold in Kansas about three years ago
on this plan in spite of the, .dangers being exposed by the col-

lege authorities. After the expansion had reached its limit 1he

manager of the company wrote a letter telling his oustonirrs
that "it is impossible J'or us to move the 'gilts' that we had
planned." The duly signed contracts with numerous ambiguous
statements were of no use to the purchasers of "gills" at prices
far above even pure-bre- figures, according to Professor Potter.

Three years ago such a company attempted to start opera-
tions in Oregon hut were warned by the college that it eoidd not
endorse the plan and would have to oppose it. Only recently
did the scheme actually gain a foothold in this state. '

"Exchanging cash for promises is always dangerous, but es-

pecially so when these promises, in their wry nature, must event-

ually be impossible to fulfill," Professor Potter warns.
