A COMPLETE water plant is a part
of ecvery aumtomobile as it is a
part of every modern city.

The purpose of this water
plant is to keep the engine cooled
to a temperature that will make it
cfficient in operation. If it were
not for this, the eylinder walls
would overheat and the pistons
would refuse to opocate.

at 1000 revolutions per minute
of the motor.

The hot water around the cylin-
der head is drawn 1o the radiator
to be cooled by a centrifugal wa-
ter pump of new design.

The entire cooling system of
the new Ford is so simple in de-
sign and so carefully made that it
requires very little attention.

The radiator should be kept
full of water, of course, and
drained once each month so that
sediment will not eollect and re-
tard the free passage of water. In
cold weather a reliable anti-freeze
solution should be added.

As owner and manager of this
important waterplant, yon should
also sce that the water pump and
fan shaft are properly lubricated
and the packing around the pump
shaft kept in adjustment,

The hose connections may also
need replacement after long, con.
tinmous service, For those little
adjustments, it pays to call on the
Ford dealer. -

When the radiator is full of
water, the engine of the new Ford
will not overheat under the hard-
est driving.

The cogoling surface of the
Ford radfstor is large and there
are four rows of tubes. set in
stnggered position so that each
receives the full benefit of the in-
