Leaving Windsor castle an hour
earlier with Queen Mary in a closed
motor car, the royal pair changed
to an open landau wiih resplendent
livery at Albert ball. Kensington
garden, anil from there on rode
te t ween throngs of applaud hi'.;
thousands who cheered them to
the echo.

At Buckingham palace one of
the largest crowds ever seen out-

side Its gates had gathered ami
their majesties, after entering, re-

appeared on a balcony outside to
respond in gratitude for the mani-
festation.

As his figure, remarkably
straight and military for all the
travail nf the past few months, was
seen on a little platform the pa hi en
bands started to play the Itrltish
national anthem, "Mod Have the
King.

The music stirred the throng to
tumultous enthusiasm, cheer after
cheer coming from thousands of

throats, while bands waved hand-

kerchiefs and flags.
The little Princess HHubath was

led out and Queen Mary lifted the
little curly headed blonde baby,
daughter of the duke and duchess
of York, to YrrT'.lmln
utlve princess Hupped her hands'
and waved to the neoplo below.

His majesty appeared thin in the
face but he looked well. He wors
morning clothes with a silk topper.
He look evident care not to re-

spond loo muHi to the excitement
of the notable hour, and at times
seemed to restrain himself In his
acknowledgements.
