The Oregon State Hoard of Hor-

ticulture and the department of ag-

riculture of the state of California
hae taken steps for the securing
of U federal inspector, to make a

thorough survey of southern Ore-

gon and northern California coun-
ties, and adjacent territories, lo de-

termine the boundaries and the
amount of infestation from alfalfa
weevil.

A quarantine has Ween establish-
ed hy the state of Oregon, to pre-
vent the spread of the alfalfa wee-

vil, which lias been found in an
area seven miles long Mid ap-

proximately two miles wide, ad-

joining this city.
I'tnler the provisions of the quar-

antine, no alfalfa, or any other hay,
can be shipped from this county
except under a permit, procurable
at the office of the county agent.

A statement issued today hy A.
c. Allen, horticultural commission-
er fin the third district. sa"id that
"the quarantine is for the general
good of the entire state, as well
as for the uninfested areas In this
county. Kvery thing will be do no
to safeguard t he growers within
the county, as well as the country
as a whole."

Oliver lingers, recently named
weevil inspector, has been making
a general survey of the hay dls- -

tricts of the county, and will prob-
ably use Colorado t actics upon
ihein. Inspector Itogers in a for-

mer resident of Colorado, where
he fought u vils successfully. The
Colorado met hoi is to ra ke the
lii'ld after the cutting, with barbed
wire and chicken netting, and to
assemble (he caich in a pile and
vipiirt arsenate of lead upon theni.
lie says no hay weevils, or kin-

dred Insects. c;in stand a good
trenching of arsenate.

Inspector linger aid he had
nothing against the ichneumon fly
med in I'ti.h to combat hay wee-

vils, except thai the ichenumon
flies were not as fast and sure as
tin- chemical.
