During the puast yoar the Ked
Cross was called Into action in 120
disasters in the United States and
its insular possessionn., This was
the greatest number of didnsters
any single year which brought the
soclely Into netion.  The disnsiers
oegurred o 38 states, and at the time
that the Red Cross had just close
Ita major rollef operatlon In Porta
Rieo and Florida following the
Wost Indies horleane, it had works
ors engoged In 19 atates, on 22 dis-
nstora, .

Theso 120 disnsters—117 of which
noeurred  In the Unlted Slates,
and threee Iu Its Insular possesslons
—ranged from lown and [lorest
fires, explosfons nnd dam  breaks,
to such major calamities ra the
floods In the southeastern stples
I the early Spring of 1929 ‘and
tho West Indies hurrieane ol Sep-
temher, 1924,

hoart-bronking Importanes to the
community In which It oeclrred,
althpugh news of this distross may

not have spread beyond the elnte's

confines,  In oacll Inatance, the
Amorlgan Red Cross . was on the
eround, rondering the sama emers
Haney nssistnncu_’,nm:.

Tho Red Cross Chapter may bal-
tla for life ngainst pellagra In one
region, malaria in another. It may
be helping to control s smallpox,
typhold or diphtheria outhreak; or
it may be moblllzing bundreds of
nurses to fght a terrible epldemie,
such as Influenza, following the
World War,

Karolled with the headquarters
of the Nursing Servicas of "the Red
Cross. at Whashington are 49,000
nurses, qualitied under the society’s
regulatinns, who may bo eummoned
1o service In time of emorgency.

lite saving methods, and certifientod
teachers of these methods to athers,
Almost every [fo saving erew at
beach or shore (n the United States
is made up of accredited Red Cross
ilte savera,

Teaches Police and Firemen

In the feld of First Ald, the Ned
Cross has led In reaching induatries
and public utilties. It also haxs
tauglit the majority of tha pollce
and fire departments of Amerlen
how 1o resuscitate the victim of
sultocation and how to blnd wounds
or Injurles, to preserve lfs uutll
the doctor s reached,

All ot these nctivities are phshed
by the Chapters of the Red Cross,
Tha Red Croes assumes lendarsbip
where there Is no other sgency to
tieko tha lead [n publie health nurs
Ing, or soma of the other activitles,
or, where other agencles are fn (he
ficld, the Red Croas offera its mer
viees nnd Its trained personnel f(or
tha benefit of the community,
