age.

At adolescence they are normal-
ly more Influenced by their class-mate- s

than by their elders. This
is quite as it should be.

When it is not the case it Is a
sign that the child's development
has been hampered by home influ- -'

ences.
Adherence to the values repre-

sented by father and mother and a
continual preference for their
companionship are usually caused
by an excessive emotional depen
dence which cannot help but stand

There are two types of parents
who are likely to affect their chil-
dren in this way those who are
excessively domineering and thoso
wl)(J wWl to ho( firHt ICO ln
their children's love against all
other claims.

Xo matter what the cause, tho
effect upon the child in unliuppy.
Tho existence of such excesslvo de-

pendence keeps him satisfied
within the family circle at a time
when he should bo reaching out
beyond it to make the contacts
