Softening of the lirniu
Please explain what Is softening

of the brain? What causes it? Is
it hereditary?

Antswer. "Softening of the
brain" in a term commonly applied
to paresis, general paralysis of the
Insane, which is in most cases a
late effect of syphillis. This devel-

ops in middle life, sometimes In

early adult life, it is not heredlt
tary. Then there is a different
condition which doctors formerly
called "softening of the brain."
namely, clotting of blood in the
brain substance, a condition akin
to a stroke of paralysis from apo-
plexy .(cerebral hemorrhage). This
most commonly occurs in elderly
persons and is an accidental result
of ordinary arteriosclerosis ( har-
dening. qf tlio apterloH). This cere-
bral thrombosis (clotting) is not
hereditary, unless you assume that
premature hardening of the arter-
ies runs in families. I do not be-
