And they had very
good reiiiton for the renelusion,
because Addy never failed to let
people know that but for her hand
In directing him Mandus would
have been something less than
tero.

If Motulus Milei ever ventured

an opinion on any subject before
Addy had expressed her opinion,
he found that he was a member
of the d cluj. If Mandus
attempted to tell a story Addy
would break In to say; "No, dear,
it was not that way." Then Addy
would tell the story. No one ever
beard Mandus criticize Addy for
any reason, but the neighbors were
perfectly free with their criticism.
They said she was a poor house-
keeper, which was almost a cap-
ital crime for a woman In that
day. They added to the serious-
ness of the charge by saying that
she was a poor cook. They even
said of her that she was not in-

dustrious and that she compelled
Mandus to eat cold suppers in
winter time ami that he was made
to conk bis own breakfasts.

Hut when Addy told the story
of her trials In life It always turn-
ed out that Mandus was her big
trial. Her life, according to Addv
own version of it, had been one
long sacrifice for Mandus Miles.
And her chief complaint of Man-
dus whs: "He will not take my
advice about anything." And that
always brought u smile In the Old
Home Town. "Advice?" asked an-

gelic "Aunty Carruthers with a
smile. "I never heard of Addy giv-
ing advice. Hhe only gives or-
ders."

One of the frequent predictions
made concerning Miiiulus and Addy
Miles was that "Addy will drive
that man to an tsti ly gt ave."
