minutes to play, the Indians tied
the score at 30 all on field goals
by Moffatt and Doub and a free
throw by linker. Captain Joel
Cof field. California guard. then
dropped a basket from the foul
line, which Moffatt matched a
second later from far out.

Then came Kin tana's burst of
shooting, with Maker adding a
field goal for Stanford just before
the close.

At half time the Hears held a
17 to 13 lead. Moffatt stole high
scoring honors with six field
goals; Hill Duvis led California
with 1 1 points.

Committee Action;
Brings Protest But Vote'

Decisive Tidlen Ousted.

X KW YOU K. Feb. 4. uV)

Mrs. Helen Wills Moody, champ
ion of Knglaiid and several other
countries, acclaimed by the pub-li- e

as tho greatest woman ten-
nis player, failed of ranking to-

day by the United States Lawn
Tennis association, meeting in
Xev York in annual convention.

The first pluce Mrs. Moody
has held with only one Interrup-
tion since I L 3 tho ruling body
of tennis in this country put Mis.
L. A. Harper of Oakland. Cal..
runner-u- p to Hetty Xurhall of
KiiKland, in the national champ-- j

ionships last fall.
The failure of the committee,

i headed by Dr. 1'hillp 1. Hawk of
New York to place Mis. Moody
al the top of the list despite her

'failure to defend her national
title or compete in uiiy Important
tournaments in the. United States
last year, brought a storm of
criticism from the delegates and
it was by only a count of all
votes- present and proxy that she
was deprived of the honor.

Julian S. Myrick. former pres-
ident, led the fight to return Mrs.
Moody to her place at the head
of the parade and on a viva voce
vote of the delegates his motions
lo amend tho rankings was car-
ried, no voice being raised in pro-
test, llefore tho convention could
pass to other business, however.
Dr. Ha w k d e munded a count of
the proxy vote and the result
showed Mrs. Moody losing, 31 .L'uO
votes to J 1,1 50.
