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Thomas Outlines 'Protest
Plans at Meeting of Shi-

ppersUnity All Classes
Will Be Proposed Data

Assembled for I. C. C.

SALEM, Ore.,' July 9. (If)
Three major objectives were out-

lined by Charles M. Thomas, pub
lic utilities commissioner, for the
meeting of shippers. from over the
entire state to bo held here' this
afternoon. Thomas expects seVeral
hundred representatives of all
groups and from all counties In at-

tendance at the meeting.
The chief purpose of the session

Is to outline definite steps in pro-
test of the 15 per cent increase in
freight rnlaa as proposed by rail-
roads in a petition before the Inter-- .
state commerce commission. The
state of Oregon along with Idaho
and Washington have already form-
ally protested the rate.

Unity Needed
The amalgamation of all classes

of shippers into one organization
for the purpose of getting informa-
tion and data to lay before the
commission at the public hearing
on the rates will be proposed by
Thomas. He states tbat in order
to impress the commission with
the seriousness of raising rates at
this time, all available Information
must be placed before it.
' The meeting, Thomas said, Is so
Important at this time because con-

ditions are so different now than
ordinarily In a rate case. "Tho
railroads claim they Bfe In dlBWesS",

and we know that shippers are cer-
tainly in distress. It is, therefore,
necessary to present all available
facts before the Interstate com-
merce commission."

Will Seek Hearing
The second point to be taken up

at tho sosslon will be the attempt
to have the interstate commerce
commission schedule one of its
public hearings on tho rate caso In
the northwest. This would make
it easier to presont tho case of the
western states. The hearings have
been scheduled for July 15 and 30.

The third point, and which Thom-
as stated was among the moBt Im-

portant, Is the dotnand for a deci-
sion In the case now before the
commission on reduction of rates
on fruit. This case has boon be-

fore the commission more than two
yearB and the state is requesting
that It not be delayed bocauBo of
the domand for IncreaBod rates.

All residents of Nome
stayed up all night to witness what
was expected to be the next to the
last refueling contact before Rob-
bins and Jones started on the lust
lap of their hop to Tokyo.

Weather Improving
Weather conditions, which had

been bad between Fairbanks and
Nome, were improving as tho two
ships, the trim white Tokyo-boun- d

monoplane, and the large
refueling ship manuevor-e- d

over this city.
After gasoline had been siphon-

ed from the ship to
the monoplane here, the ships
headed out over Bering sea, the
Fort Worth presumably for the
coast of Siberia, and the rcfucler
for Solomon beach to take on ad-

ditional gasoline.
The refueling plane then was

expected to follow the Fort Worth
to the Siberian side of Bering
Strait for the final transfer of
gasoline.
