Tou talk a great deal about the
family doctor. In my opinion he
doesn't know what It Is all about.
Ask him about this newfangled dia
thermy method of treating tonsils
and nine out of 10 he frowns at It
and declares the butchery method
Is the only good method. Had I
listened to my family doctor I would
have spent a very unpleasant week
having my tonsils out. As It was

didn't have to miss either the
movies or the bridge parties. Thanks
to your dally column I tried the dia-

thermy method and I'm well satis--
fled with the results. Mrs. E. H. G,

Answer At that, I'm not more
than five years ahead of the general
run of family doctors. Five years
ago I would have condemned the.
diathermy method out of hand in
fact I am afraid I did do so a time
or two right here in this column.
Today I'd have no other method
for my own precious throat. How
ever, there are still quite a few
cases, especially In young children,
In which diathermy is not suitable,
and surgical tonsillectomy Is the
best method. For adults, especially
those who have any physical handi
cap or Impairment which renders
them poor surgical risks, tne auv

thermy method Is undebatably the
method of choice provided you
can have a doctor who Is really
skilled In the difficult technic. Not

every doctor who attempts to give
this treatment Is qualified. Too

many undertake it without having
had any actual clinical instruction
by a master. I warn readers to be-

ware of the doctor who gets his in
struction from the manufacturer
of instruments or his salesman.
Much of the unwarranted adverse
criticism of diathermy extirpation
of the tonsils is due to bungling by
doctors who have gone into such
highly technical work without proper
preparation. The family aoctor i
talk about is not the family doctor
Mrs. G. has In mind. My kind of

family doctor Is the kind I'd be
content to have If I were 111. And
whatever the magazines
have to sav about his "passing,' I
know that there are plenty of good
familv doctors on the lob today.
and they are giving the half-bak-

brass specialists of the day a hard
run for the practice.

YOUR FEARS
By Alice Judson Peale.

Not long ago I received a letter
from a mother who had discovered
that her son had stolen a'

water-pist- from a playmate.
She had whipped him soundly,

marched .him over to the other boy's
house to make restitution and hum-
ble apology, and then forbidden him
to play with other children for two
weeks.

"I told him," she wrote, "that this
was to make him remember he was

thief, and that thieves are not fit
associate with decent people."

She went on to explain at some
length how fearful she 'was of her
growing boy's ' morals, and to ask
unhappily whether she had done
right.

This mother. In spite of the harsh
punishment &he had Inflicted, obvi-

ously bad not been motivated, as
many parents are, by rage and re-

sentment, but by fear. Fear had
made her brutal and unwise.

A grown-u- p who steals may be a
thief, but a child who steals la em-

phatically not a thief. He Is merely
someone who needs help In learning
to be honest.

He has made a mistake, he has
done a wrong for which he should, if
possible, make restitution. But he Is
not a criminal.

The most well meaning parents
frequently Inflict lasting harm upon
their children simply because they
are terrified by such words as steal-
ing, lying. Immorality.

These words have been associated
with the most painful and humiliat-
ing happenings In their own child-

hood, wtti crushing punishment and
devastating disapproval.

When similar situations crop up
with their chldren, they release
upon them In the form of punish-
ment ths pent up fears and the re-

pressed resentments connected with
their own past experiences.

Really I'm getting diffident about
telling folks what a fine remedy
sodium hyposulphite (thlosulphate)

Is for lead poison-
ing, arsenic poison-
ing, carbon monox-
ide poisoning. Ivy
poisoning and every-

thing. I am rather
encouraged to find,
on consulting the
records, that I have
not yet recommend-
ed t h 1 a familiar
remedy for broken
legs or for that
tired feeling tho I

I'm not so certain about that last
mentioned Indication, for in truth
that Is one of the symptoms or

of carbon monoxide
poisoning for which I do recommend
that the victim take 10 to 20 grains
of sodium hyposulphite in water
three times a day for three weeks.

Sodium hyposulphite Is the chem
ical commonly used In photogra-
phers' fixing liquid.

Well, sir must we rejoin the
ladles Just yet? Dr. William L.
Gould of Albany finds that none
other than our trusty old panacea,
sodium hyposulphite, Is an excel-
lent remedy for none other than
our musty old affliction, ringworm
of the feet, better known among
the bourgeois as "athlete's foot."
Dr. Gould reports that In the fall
of 1029 fully SO per cent of the
physical training classes In an Al-

bany high school were excluded
from the gymnasium because of
this ringworm of the feet. Such
remedies as Iodine and mercuro-chrom- e

failed to check the trouble.
Early In November foot baths con-

taining 10 to 1ft per cent solutions
of sodium hyposulphite were In
stalled between locker rooms and
shower rooms. Each pupil on leav
ing the shower was requested to
Immerse his feet In the bath on
his way to the locker. In so doing,
considerable solution was spattered
over the floor, so that from the
time pupils left the showers till
they arrived at dressing rooms their
feet were In contact with the thlo
sulphate solution. The foot bath
was changed after each class. The
solution- Is colorless and nearly odor
less. Four weeks after this hypo
sulphite foot bath plan was adopted
the ringworm infection had entirely
disappeared from the high school.

Dr, Gould remarks that such a
foot bath Is unhandy at times, and
where It la not feasible he suggests I
a 30 per cent powder of sodium
hyposulphite In borlo acid, to be
applied freely to the feet, footwear
and the floors, particularly to the
socks or stocking feet, between the
toes, and Innlde the shoes. A light
dusting Is all that Is necessary.
This powder may be regularly ised
