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The High Cost of War

AST spring Mr. Mellon, Becretury of the Treasury, spoke to
the bankers of foreign countries who were attending the
meeting of the International Chamber of Commerpe in Wash-
ington. He spoke of the present economic depression snd what
he said needs this winter to he kept constantly in mind:
The present crisis is more severe because it follows
& war in which the whole world was involved, The sweep-
ing readjustments, which were inevitable in a socicty that
had witnessed revolutionary changes in technology, would
have come gradually and less painfully under normal
peace-time processes, Unfortunately, they were first de.
layed by the war and then precipitated suddenly on a
world already thrown out of balance by the vast and
violent dislocations which the war left behind, The,eoon-
omic depression that followed is, in part, the price we
pay for war, i
Recent sconomic history seems to confirm this. Those
of us who lived through the Orisis of 1873 remember how
both Europe and America were affectsd by conditions
whioh followed the too rapid expansion and industrial
development after the Civil War in this country and the
Franco-Prussian War in Europe, I have lived through
several orises since that time and the conclusion I have
come to is that they have been caused, either directly or
remotely, by serlous dislocations which were due, as &
rule, to wars and their aftermaths,
Ho long 8s wars are permitted to oceur,. economie depres-
sions ara inevitable, This fact must not he forgotten
The coming Disarmoment Conference affords the world
its chanece to choose between war and economiec depression on
the one hand and world cooperation and prosperity on the
other. There muy bs no other apportlunity, The peace forces
have need to put on such a eampaign this year as they have
never waged before. The danger is that the demunds of im-
mediate distress may tend to weuaken the attack on underlying
causes, This must not be allowed to happen. Behind the de-
pression wa must continually visualize war—the destruction
of war—the cout of war—the cost of the maintenance of the
war machine—News Bolletin National Council.
