N OTHER words, the only way to successfully meet this crisis,
is to avoid extremes and false hopes on both sides, and adopt

Whenever a child's attitude under
goes a sudden change of an undesir-
able sort it Is Important to discover
what lies back of It.

The sunny, friendly child who be-

comes suddenly sullen and with-

drawn, the serene, one
who develops a bad deposition over-

night, the kindly, generous one who
all at once shows traits of meanness
and cruelty each Indicates that he
has met some difficulty that he can-

not cvercome without understanding
and help.

Such sudden changes ahow that
something has happened which has
thrown the child Into a state of con-

flict.
Among the things which most com-

monly bring about such distressing
chrjiges are:

h punishment and pro-

longed disapproval. These cause the
child to feel that he has been un-

justly dealt with and that he la not
loved.

An exaggerated sense of guilt and
Inferiority most usually the result
of the child's being too deeply Im-

pressed with his own wrongdoings.
This particular feeling Is often di-

rectly caused by the parents' expres-
sions of moral horror at some mani
festation of the child's sex Interest.

A change in regime. A new nurse
unskilled In her work, gives the child
too little freedom and subjects him
to constant, petty nagging and cor-

rection.
Parents under the pressure of wor-

ries become suddenly nervous, Im-

patient, Irritable.
Jealousy. A baby brother enters

the family picture or a little cousin
comes to visit and the parents make
a great fuss over him. Such events
often awaken Jealousy and the mean- -
ncss and cruelty frequently associ
ated with It.
