HIS action was taken. The deliberations of the grand jury
ware extonded s week, so that every citizen having
charges to make against any public official or private eitizen
might be hesrd. There is no reason to doubt that every elue,
every rumor, every seintilla of evidence to support such charges
were carefully analyzed, in a spirit of calm doliberation and
perfect fairness, to all concerned.
At the conelusion of this long and painstaking inquiry, the
grand jury handed down its report as follows:

Y“Wa have investigated charges of miscarringes of justice in
the office of District Attorney, and OTHER COUNTY OFPFICES,
and we find these charges unsupported by any Incriminating
ovidence.

Could anything be clearer than that? The grand jury not
only goos on racord, declaring these charges baseless, it declares
thers was not even evidence justifying SUSPICION of wrong
doing; for it is the duty of a grand jury not to determine the
guilt or innocence of an accused person, but to determine
whether or not there is sufficient evidence even to justify the
expense of a formal trial!
